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Library

· The Library Catalog now includes all paper and electronic journal titles. Patrons do not have to search the Periodicals List in addition to the catalog.

· Effective July 1 (or before), electronic and paper reserve are integrated into one search.

· "The Library Channel" serves as the library news space for updates, new resources and services, announcements and other information of interest. It is located in the bottom right corner of the ReSEARCH Station.
· Summer projects: Continue to refine Multisearch, implement e-commerce to simplify financial transactions and continue to re-engineer library processes and procedures to increase efficiency and performance.

· Laura Kling has accepted the position of Web Services Supervisor in Academic Technologies and will be our lead for the campus Web Design Team. Working with new Web governance committees and stakeholders around the campus, the team will develop a new look and design for our campus Web site. 

Tony Dunn has accepted the position of Web Content Management System (WCMS) lead and Web Accessibility coordinator for Computing and User Services. The position will focus on implementing a new WCMS to assist departments and units in managing their Web sites and in complying with accessibility standards. 

Laura and Tony will be working with the campus community to establish a Web Design Team and a Web Content Committee to develop a new University Web design, approve campus Web standards, assist department and units in managing their Web pages, and assure compliance with accessibility standards.
Information Security Audit
Beginning June 23, 2008, CSU, Chico will be audited by the Chancellor's Office against the ISO 17799 standard. This is a Subject Matter Audit in Information Security requested by the Board of Trustees. The audit will be conducted by the Office of University Auditor (OUA) with some third party assistance from KPMG. The auditors will be on-site for five weeks over a seven week period.

During the audit we will be asked to demonstrate and provide evidence that we have the ISO 17799 recommended controls in place. In areas that we have not implemented controls we will need to demonstrate that we have assessed our risks and identified a timeline for when we will implement the control. If we can not demonstrate this, we will have an audit-finding issued and will be given six months to implement a fix.
