



Data Warehouse Collaborative Benefits 
Chico

1. Direct support relationship with Cognos ETL vendor 

2. Share development of best practices (table building and reports) with other campuses

3. Updated ETL tools (Cognos Data Manager) with potential for adding related BI tool suite

4. Leveraging East Bay implementation of Chico’s tables with Data Manager, through another campus, and then back to Chico with the latest Cognos ETL tool. 

5. Creation of a technical and functional support community that is working in a similar environment 

6. Possibly cooperative development of a new finance data warehouse created with the Cognos ETL tool

East Bay

1. Continue report development with Cognos BI preferably sharing reporting enhancements with other campuses.

2. Enhance Cognos BI security infrastructure to support department and/or college-specific content

3. Continue to add data elements to metadata from the RDS tables for admissions and records data that will support reporting for functional processing

4. Define and create snapshot data tables of aggregate and supporting data

5. Define and create tables to hold ERSx and APDB data.

6. Create parameterized reports to support functional processing in admissions and records/registration

7. Create metadata and reporting for financial aid and student financials data

8. Share training (San Jose has expressed an interest)

Long Beach
1. Keep appraised of what other campuses are doing 

2. Form alliances w/campuses using Cognos products (sharing information, expertise, etc)

3. Information/alliance help when ready to move to DW solution

Pomona

1. Interested in collaborating with other campuses on a common ETL tool to enhance sharing and leveraging of resources 
2. Move to one ETL in their DW environments

Sacramento (from student services focus –they act as central data request service for the campus (non institutional research report types of standard and ad hoc reports)
1. Need for reporting on all student attributes
2. Need for data for academic departments in secure manner

3. Detailed academic reports (advisees, grades etc)
