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The California Council for History Education invites teachers and scholars to submit proposals for presentations at its annual conference. The CCHE seeks two different kinds of presentations, each 50 minutes in length: [1] scholarly presentations of historical content, keyed to the California History-Social Science Content Standards at grades 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 10, or 11; or [2] Standards-based classroom lessons or units for those same grade levels. The CCHE is especially interested in scholarly presentations originally offered to teachers in the context of Teaching American History grants, as well as in showcasing lessons developed in conjunction with TAH grants, as a way of extending the benefits of those programs to a wider audience.

Registration. All presenters must be registered for the conference. If there is more than one presenter for a session, one of them must be designated as lead presenter and be responsible for all communication with the CCHE relating to the presentation, as well as informing co-presenters of date, time, and location of the presentation, and insuring that they are registered. One presenter per session will receive a complimentary conference registration; however, a joint membership in the CCHE and its parent organization, the National Council for History Education (NCHE), is required to receive the complimentary registration. Submission of proposals. The deadline for proposals is March 31, 2010. Proposals must be submitted electronically using the official submission form on page 2 and available at http://www.csuchico/cche/conference. Acknowledgement and acceptance or rejection of proposals will be communicated only via email, so proposals must include the lead presenter’s email address. Notification of acceptance or rejection of proposals will be sent by April 20, 2010.

Venues and equipment. All sessions will be conducted in rooms with seating arranged theater-style. Each room will be equipped with an LCD projector and screen. Presenters who wish to use the LCD projectors must, however, bring their own laptops. Wireless internet is available at no charge. 

Handouts. Presenters are responsible for producing their own handouts and will receive an email message on or about September 11, 2010 indicating the approximate number of handouts needed.
