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This course is designed for students who implement special projects in the Associated Students Child Development Laboratory.  Each student will work and complete designated activities for a total of 20 hours.  This is in addition to other hours that might be required for work, courses, or other obligations.  

There are two options for special activities.  The first is the tasting projects funded through SCNAC (Sierra Cascade Nutrition and Activity Consortium).  For this option, students will complete at least one hour per week for 10 weeks with children in a selected classroom.  Funds are available to design and implement tasting experiences with the children.  Dr. Groves or an internship student under the direction of Dr. Groves will maintain this reimbursement system and pre-approve food experiences with the children.  

The second option is a classroom or program project identified by an ASCDL teacher or administrator together with the student.  For this option, students will complete a total of 20 hours over the course of the semester working on the identified project.   Students working on special projects will be expected to present a PowerPoint presentation during ASCDL staff meeting in Week 15 to all ASCDL staff and students.  These classroom/program projects will be supervised by the ASCDL teacher or administrator identified on the contract.

All enrolled students will complete a contract that indicates the title of the project, the activities to be completed, and an evaluation plan.  This should be completed on WebCT Vista. A time log and weekly journal must also be maintained on Vista.  This should be printed, signed, and turned in by Friday, September 19th to Dr. Groves.  
As a student of the CHLD 190/191 course you are required to:

· Spend one hour a week for 10 weeks in one of the classrooms of the Associated Students Child Development Laboratory implementing a food activity with children or other approved project
· Meet criteria and expectations for a volunteer within the Associated Students Child Development Laboratory.  This includes

· A brief orientation to the program 
· Proof of negative TB test results

· Meet with ASCDL classroom teacher and schedule a regular one hour time each week for classroom participation for food tasting experience.  If you will be completing a classroom project rather than working on tasting experiences with the children, you will also need to discuss and agree upon a classroom project

· Become familiar with the course WebCT Vista page and the materials available through this resource.
· Complete a project contract for either the food experience of the classroom project and turn into Dr. Groves.
· Work directly under the direction of classroom Associated Students Child Development Laboratory staff.
· Complete 10 weekly emails that discuss the progress of the class and the experiences in the classrooms.  Each email is due before your next class participation. 
· Complete all paperwork associated with the course.
· Keep a time log of all the time spent in the classroom, signed by Associated Students Child Development Laboratory staff.

Individual contracts are to be designed and turned in by each student.  These are due to Dr. Groves or the intern under her supervision by the end Week 4 of the semester unless special arrangements have been made.

2.   Food Tasting Experience:

· Completion of Food Tasting Preparation Form after each food tasting experience.  This is to be turned in to the faculty member as an electronic attachment before your next scheduled class activity.
· Completion of Food Tasting Evaluation Form after each food tasting experience.  This is to be turned in to the faculty member as an electronic attachment before your next scheduled class activity.

· Completion of weekly email to class members reviewing your experience, including what you would do differently either for your next session or if you were to do this activity again 
· If food reimbursement is desired, please review and follow food reimbursement procedures.
This will be evaluated by the weekly paperwork due after each scheduled session.  Paperwork should be complete and is due before the student’s next weekly scheduled session.
Classroom Project Option

The second option is a classroom or program project identified by an ASCDL teacher or administrator together with the student.  For this option, students will complete a total of 20 hours over the course of the semester working on the identified project.   Students working on special projects will be expected to present a PowerPoint presentation during ASCDL staff meeting in Week 15 to all ASCDL staff and students.  These classroom/program projects will be supervised by the ASCDL teacher or administrator identified on the contract. Students could participate in a minimum of 10 hours of contact time with children in completing this project.  [One Hour per week with children for 10 weeks, (in addition to other hours as scheduled for other coursework or employment) totaling 10 hours]. Students should turn in a brief proposal for their contracted experience by the end of week 4 of the semester.
