"Advocates say that
besides being a
recruiting tool to help
diversify campuses,
openly assessing a
school's LGBT
population would make
colleges more aware of
needs such as finding
tolerant roommates and
providing appropriate
health care. And it
would send a positive
message to prospective
students who may have
faced discrimination in
high school."
