The Inyo National Forest intends to fill a Term GS-1371-06/07 Cartographic Technician position.  This position is located on the Inyo National Forest with a duty station in Bishop, CA.  
MAJOR DUTIES
The incumbent will be responsible for managing data in tabular and spatial formats primarily for the Recreation and Engineering sections of the Inyo National Forest.  Work will include entering, updating and ensuring accuracy of corporate databases (known as “Infra”) and spatial geodatabases, and integrating a variety of data sources.  Employee will frequently work with a variety of resource and facilities specialists in team environments, as well as extended periods of independently updating data.  Incumbent will assist others in the workplace with technical cartographic and GIS modeling, using many different spatial and tabular inputs.
This is a term position, with funding assured for two years.  It is possible, though not guaranteed, that the position could be extended up to two additional years.

About the Inyo National Forest

The Inyo National Forest is a large, complex forest, encompassing about two million acres in California and Nevada, with almost 4 million visitors annually.  It contains several natural features of National and international interest.  There are nine wilderness areas, including the John Muir and Ansel Adams Wildernesses, as well as the Mono Basin National Forest Scenic Area, the Ancient Bristlecone Pine Forest, and Mt. Whitney, the tallest peak in the lower 48 states.  
ABOUT BISHOP
Bishop is located in the northern end of the high-desert Owens Valley, flanked by the Sierra Nevada Range to the west and the White Mountain Range to the east.  It is 270 miles north of Los Angeles and 205 miles south of Reno, Nevada.  The elevation is 4,100 feet.  The average temperature ranges from 20 to 105 degrees.  Bishop averages 285 sunny days a year.  Average yearly rainfall is 5.6 inches with approximately 2-6 inches of snow which usually melts in a few days.  

The population is 4,000 within the City of Bishop, and 11,000 within the surrounding areas.  The area surrounding Bishop provides a wide range of outdoor opportunities  including backpacking, fishing, hunting, hang gliding, cross-country skiing, downhill skiing, cycling, mountain biking, photography, rock climbing, and horseback riding.  There is a public 18-hole golf course.  World famous Mammoth Mountain Ski Area is located 45 miles north for 3,500 acres of downhill skiing.  Yosemite National Park, Devils Postpile National Monument, Sequoia-Kings Canyon National Park, and Death Valley National Park are all less than 100 miles from Bishop.  Local events include:  Mule Days, Wild West Rodeo, Tri-County Fair and Millpond Music Festival.  The Laws Railroad Museum provides a unique glimpse of Bishop's past through their true to life exhibits.  The Paiute Shoshone Cultural Center takes visitors even further into Bishop's Native American past.

Medical Services are provided by Northern Inyo Hospital that includes an Intensive Care Unit and 24-hour Emergency Room.  There a rural health clinic and a number of primary care physicans as well as some specialists.  Bishop also has five optometrists, two psychiatrists, and six dentists.  There are two private schools, Bishop Union Elementary School, Bishop Joint Union High School, and Cerro Coso Community College.  Four-year degrees are offered through LaVern and Cal-State Bakerfield at Cerro Coso.  The major retailers are J.C Penny, K-Mart, Rite-Aid, and Vons.  There are many independent merchants throughout Inyo County which offer a variety of goods and services.
