The Butte County Department of Development Services – Planning Division is offering spring semester internship positions for graduate and upper-level undergraduate students in Geography and Planning. 
The Department is a dynamic environment with numerous long-range and current planning projects underway. These include Butte County General Plan 2030 (www.buttegeneralplan.net - a comprehensive update of Butte County’s General Plan and zoning code) as well as the related Environmental Impact Report. Other projects under review include interim revisions to the Butte County Code, environmental analyses for Public Works projects, and over 160 private applications ranging from minor use permits to large subdivisions. 
The Department uses Arc GIS 9.3 for geospatial analysis and mapping, and skills in this area would be a plus. We are a leader in technological innovation and web-based public service using the Internet, TrakIt electronic permitting, and the Laserfiche document tracking system. Intern duties will be based on the successful applicant, but may include research, assisting with public meetings and permit review, responding to public inquiries, and supporting the transition to a fully electronic environment. Previous interns have conducted research on historic structures, completed comparative analyses of policy among other California jurisdictions, and contributed to initial studies under the California Environmental Quality Act. 
Internships must be taken for credit. Hours are negotiable with a minimum of 8 hours per week. Although the County is not able to provide paid internships at this time, these positions offer the opportunity to gain valuable experience before entering today’s highly competitive job market. The Department is located at 7 County Center Drive, Oroville. CSUC students can use their Wildcat I.D. card as a free B-Line bus pass to reach our office using the direct Chico-Oroville (20) bus route.
