Spring 2012 Paid GIS Internships
Overview

Shasta College was recently awarded a National Science Foundation grant, which includes funds for paid student internships to encourage GIS workforce development.  The CSU, Chico Department has partnered with Shasta College and is able to offer two internships this spring semester under this program.  One internship will be for 1 unit (45 hrs.) with an environmental focus and the other will be for 2 units (90 hrs.) with an urban public works focus.  The latter internship requires field work – primarily on sidewalks, collecting information as part of a sign survey.
1. Student interns will be selected based on factors including: 
· Student standing, 
· Completed GIS and related coursework, and 
· GIS and related work experience.  
2. Student interns will be paid $11 per hour for each Worksite Learning internship. Students must enroll in Geography Internship – 1 or 2 units, depending on the internship.  
3. It is highly recommended that you attach a resume, portfolio, maps, letters of recommendation, or other supporting documents as you see fit to the application
