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Course Description:  This course is a geographical survey of several of the world's major regions with emphasis on those features important to an understanding of cultural differences and economic and human sustainability. This course presents fundamental geographic concepts in the context of the world's places and regions. Special emphasis is placed on factors that link and isolate peoples of the world. Analysis of current world conflicts and problem areas, with an emphasis on the examination of social, political, and environmental realities.  This is an approved General Education course.  This is an approved Non-Western course.
Course Objectives/Goals:

      1.   To gain a clearer understanding of international issues, focusing on their historical origins and relevant geographical factors.

To enhance the students' appreciation of our planet.

To gain a clearer understanding of the arrangement of world locations.

To become comfortable using the basic tools of geographic inquiry, such as maps, globes, atlases, aerial photos, slides, and other visual aids.

To use the arena of global affairs as a medium for the extension of reasoning, speaking, and writing skills.
