The following library “tasks” are due before the end of the semester, to be accumulated in your personal file which your instructor will hold.  It is your responsibility to be sure that your file is complete, so that you may complete the course.  Other short tasks will be announced as the instructor works out the details for them.

1. Select a geography textbook of interest to you from the Main Collection; photocopy the binding showing the call number and a page of interest.

2. Submit a request to Interlibrary Loan for a work relevant to one of your research papers and then provide a photocopy of the info sheet (which will be attached to the item) when you turn in your research paper (LRP#2 or #3).

3. Print out a page (or portion) of a microform of a newspaper of your choice for the date of your birth.

4. Using the facilities in the basement, make a color transparency to use in your end-of-semester presentation.  The instructor will note during the presentation that this task was completed; you may keep the transparency if you’d like.  This will not be necessary if you choose to use Powerpoint during your presentation.
5. Turn in a photocopy of the CIA Outline map for the Gaza Strip (4th floor, map file cabinet).

6. Choose a geography thesis of interest to you, on a topic you can imagine yourself choosing in graduate school, and turn in a photocopy of its title page.

7. Visit EARC (BMU 301) to become familiar with their collections.  Find information about an internship or a job that you would be interested in; provide me with specific information about that position.
