
Commencement Registration and Tickets 
 

As the seating in Laxson Auditorium is limited, tickets will be required for all guests attending 

the ceremony. Each graduate can be assured of receiving up to seven (7) tickets if the number of 

students participating 2012 is similar to the past. However, we ask that you reserve only the 

number you will use so that any extra tickets can be distributed as needed to your fellow 

graduates. 

 

If you have completed all of the requirements to graduate you will receive an invitation via your 

Wildcat e-mail in April. Please indicate the number of tickets desired on the reservation form 

included in your invitation. The tickets will be held under your name and telephone number at 

the University Box Office in Yuba Hall (2nd and Normal) and may be picked up beginning May 

7 and ending May 18, 2012. The University Box Office is open from 11 a.m. to 6 p.m. Monday 

through Friday, but closed on Saturdays and Sundays. Presentation of your student ID card will 

be required when you pick up your tickets. If you ask someone to pick up your tickets for you, be 

sure to provide that person with your student ID and telephone number.  

 

If you are unable to make arrangements to pick up your tickets, please call the Box Office at 

898-6333 and ask that they be held at the Will Call window of Laxson to be picked up the day of 

the event. In addition, if you reserve tickets and then decide not to attend or do not need all 

tickets reserved, please let the Box Office know as soon as possible so that we may offer the 

tickets to other graduates. Any extra tickets will be distributed at the Will Call window of 

Laxson on a first-come basis immediately before the seating begins. 

 

As there is no reserved seating, guests are advised to arrive early with their tickets to get seats of 

their choice.  Seating will begin at 4:00 p.m. for the first ceremony and at 7:00 p.m. for the 

second ceremony. Early arrival will also enable guests to get settled in their seats prior to the 

start of the processional.  

 

Extra seating in Ayres 120 will be available with no tickets required to view the event via live 

video if there is a higher than normal participation 2012. Family and friends may wish to join this 

live video event which promises to be festive and enjoyable.
