Day 1, Sunday, June 1, 2008 Flight to Lisbon

You may wish to spend a free day continuing to explore the many sights Lisbon has to of fer.

Travel westward to the area known as the Portuguese Riviera. Your destination is Sintra, a

15th-century navigat ors. Cent uries ago, Sintra served as the summer playground f or

Port uguese royalty, and 19th-century British poets and writers sang its praisesNincluding

Lord Byron, who called it a "glorious Eden."

Day 5, Thursday, June 5 Evora & Merida

Traveling east into Spain, stop first in white-washed fvora, where your tour director leads a
walking tour. This unique medieval city offers a wide range of architectural styles, from
Roman to mudZjar to Rococo. Continue on to Merida. Once capital of the formerly unified
kingdom of Spain and Portugal, strategically located Merida was founded by the theater-
adoring Romans in 25 B.C. A local guide will take you through the Roman Theater and
Amphitheater, as well as the excellent Museu Nacional de Arte Romano. As you wander
backstage in the Roman theater and through the rooms of where wild animals were once
held, the ruins evoke a time when gladiators publicly fought to the death before a crowd of
15,000.

Over night in Cordoba (dinner included)

Day 6, Friday, June 6 Cordoba & Las Alpujarras

Bef ore you make your way to Granada, stop in C+doba, a city that flourished in Moorish
times. Your guided tour of C—+doba includes a walk through the Jewish Quarter and a visit
to the famous Mezquita. The Mezquita was once one of the world® most important mosques,
before the Christian conquerors built a cathedral within it. Today the structure is a vivid
representation of the blending of two religions. Continue on to the Alpujarras. Take in the
rugged beauty of the region and pay special attention to the whitewashed rural villages, the
last stronghold of the Moors.

Transfer to Granada, the last major bastion of Moorish rule in Spain, and tour the opulent

Having rested to sample some tasty
tapas, you might wish to absorb the buzzing modern Gran Via, or soak up the elite
atmosphere of Calle Serrano and visit the Museo Arqueologico with its credible replica of
the prehistoric paint ed caves of Altamira.
