¥ President- Kerri Lopato (RHA Executive Board VP 05-06)

Creates meeting agendas for RHA Executive Board and General Board meetings. Holds monthly
presidents roundtable meetings with Hall Council President facilitates camaraderie within the Hall
Councils and RHA Executive Board. Helps in planning Executive Board retreats in addition to training
the Executive Board officers and filling open positions as necessary. Represents the residents and all
resident student leaders, the community, and at regional conferences.

¥ Vice President/NRHH President- Nathalie Carmichael (RHA PRC 05-06)
Facilitates all duties and meetings in the absence of the RHA president, organizes and serves as President
for the National Residence Hall Honorary (NRHH) recognition program within our communities and the
nomination and awarding process for “Of the Month” awards.

¥ Secretary- Takes attendance and minutes at all meetings and distributes them in a timely manner
to all officers as well as posting all meeting information in the communities, works with President to
develop meeting agendas, keeps records of the year’s events, coordinates and updates the RHA roster,
and helps keep the RHA executive officers organized and on task.

¥ Controller (Treasurer)- responsible for developing and managing the RHA budget of
approximately $75,000 with help from the RHA Advisors. Responsible for processing and organizing
budget paperwork and records in regards to paying bills and allocating monies, prepares monthly updates
of the budget to submit to RHA, coordinates all fundraising efforts, is responsible for communicating
RHA'’s financial policies and overseeing the RHA Special Request Fund process. Please note that an
interview process fills this position. An interview will be scheduled with you at the
candidates meeting on August 25, 2006.

¥ Campus Communications Coordinator (CCC)- Elizabeth Varin

Attends weekly student government meetings, completes all paperwork needed for student organization
recognition, serves as the liaison between RHA and the Associate Students, reports all campus
information back to RHA, works to strengthen ties between RHA and the campus community,
coordinates all philanthropic activities, coordinates any community activities.

¥ Public Relations Coordinator (PRC)- Helps with all publicity and promotion of RHA and
Hall Council events, updates and helps to maintain the RHA website with help from the web master,
oversees the use of the RHA name and logo, promotes awareness of RHA to the university and
community, and produces posters, flyers, and any other publicity as it relates to RHA.

¥ National Communications Coordinator (NCC)- Serves as the liaison between Chico’s
RHA and the regional RHA organization, selects and leads RHA’s delegation to regional conferences,
handles all correspondence between Chico and other colleges and universities in the PACURH region
(Alaska, Washington, Oregon, California, Nevada, Hawaii) via email, AIM, and conference networking,
and serves as the VP for the OTM/NRHH recognition program with the RHA Vice President.

¥ Programming Chair (PC)- This position coordinates RHA programming efforts and is the
liaison between the Hall Councils and RHA for programming. The PC attends HC programs and helps to
provide resources to the HC for programming. The PC also helps RHA to improve program quality and
attendance at RHA programs. The PC continues to search for new and innovative programming ideas for
RHA and programs that will best serve our resident population.
