	DISCUSSION ITEMS

	1.
	Enterprise systems technical model:  The proposed Enterprise Systems Technical Support model was finalized and approved by the committee.
 

	2.
	CMS/Enterprise budget:  Bill P presented the Enterprise Budget projections to Cabinet as an informational item. Enterprise IT funding will continue to be managed in a way that is responsive to campus technology needs. 

CISC members discussed budget scope focusing on core enterprise systems – CMS/Portal/WebCT-Vista/Data warehouse/Identity Management/Security/Other systems that tie into enterprise systems.  Also discussed the concept of targets of opportunity for both one-time and multi-year funding, as well as the level of reserve that should be maintained for contingencies.

	CMS/Oracle roadmaps:  Distributed Oracle’s upgrade roadmap for Campus Solutions as well as the newest version of the CMS Central Roadmap. The CSU will implement the PS 8.9, 9.0 and 9.x (and perhaps 10.x) versions before the move to Fusion.  Fusion 2 will be the CSU target (scheduled for release to campuses Spring 2012) as Fusion 1 will not have Student modules available. There is also potential for an RFP process to evaluate software options prior to adopting Fusion.

There are multiple projects going on during the 2008/2009 timeframe that include PS upgrades as well as the 21st Century project move (6/09) and the data warehouse rollout.  Given the PS upgrade activities prior to Fusion 2, a committee has been convened to evaluate and propose an alternative model that will shorten the upgrade period from three to two years. Chico’s goal is to make the best use of PS functionality while waiting for upgrade cycles to begin.


	4.
	Security status:  Brooke presented an Information Security Status sheet outlining the various projects completed and underway and discussed a couple of the more prominent ones.  There is a National Cyber Security Awareness campaign underway during the month of October – posters are displayed around campus.  
In recognition of the need to protect confidential data, the President made a recent announcement asking each of us to ‘review the information stored on your PC, laptop, hard drive, PDA, or removable storage device (flash/thumb drive).  If you have social security numbers for any student or employee, delete them immediately.’


	5.
	ATI (Accessible Technology Issue): Discussed recent coded memo AA-2006-41 from the CO that outlines the accessibility compliance measures the campus must take and the associated timeline. Bill P will be working with a campus committee on this project. Bill J is concerned re the copier replacement project and how to handle accessibility issues.  The three components of the project are web accessibility, instructional materials, and procurement. A workshop is scheduled in LA on October 30-31 to provide project details.

	Enterprise Warehouse Project Overview:  Linda presented the revised two-year Technology Overview for the Enterprise Warehouse – RDS/EMP upgrade. The committee approved the project.

 Discussed the status of the financials warehouses – both the problems with the current OWB warehouse and the issues yet to be resolved with the EPM version. From a hardware perspective, we appear to be positioned well.  However, multiple escalations to the CO, Oracle, and IBM have not resulted in the identification of someone who can assist with the intermittent loading problem in the EPM warehouse.

	Other:  Given that the HEUG conference dates this year coincide with our PS version 8.9 move to production, the enterprise budget will not be funding conference attendance for the functional and technical leads that share responsibility for the 8.9 rollout.
