University Technology Advisory Committee (UTAC) 2006/07 Topics

Information Technology Status Sheet
An update on technology projects on campus presented to UTAC monthly, the IT Status Sheet is a new tool to enhance communication between Information Resources and UTAC.

Chico Password Station
Discussed effects of synchronization of Active Directory and LDAP passwords and self-service password resets implemented in Fall 2006.
Wireless Connectivity/TII and ITRP

Discussed Wireless Infrastructure Plan, locations of wireless coverage on campus, potential need for policy regarding “rogue” hubs (EM 07-01), effects and benefits of Spring 2007 ITRP rollout on campus.

Spam Attack

Discussed increasing spam problem (more than 100% increase from one year ago) and the addition of eight new servers to filter spam at the border. Also discussed proposed vendor solutions for spam filtering similar to what other CSU campuses have had success with.
Whitelisting ISPs
Explained what whitelisting is and the implications of being blacklisted (as CSUC has been by Comcast). Sub-committee to further discuss this complex issue.

Web Content Management System (WCMS)/Collage

Kathy Fernandes presented functions and problems with pilot WCMS Serena Collage. Further discussion needed to determine if CSUC will continue with Collage at the enterprise level and if so, develop a rollout plan. 
Campus Computing Refresh/Platform Issue

Purpose of the refresh program is to provide faculty and staff in Academic Affairs with adequate desktop machines to perform university business and basic teaching functions. It is not designed for discipline-specific computing needs, but these needs can be accommodated with additional funding by colleges. The underlying problem is lack of department funding for these needs. Future discussion needed about whether to open the refresh program up to other campus areas, or keep it in Academic Affairs.
Accessible Technology Initiative (ATI) 
Sandy Parsons with Disability Support Services presented background on the initiative and described the course of action CSUC is taking to meet the prescribed guidelines. 

Future Topics
Topics on the UTAC agenda for the remainder of 2006/2007 are: Online form procedure, e-portfolios, ATAC, Internet2, Wireless Policy/Acceptable Use, sustainability and technology, and inter-campus collaboration on learning management systems content. 
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
