Implementation of energy management on desktop computers is being addressed with a two-pronged approach. The initial push, based on a more straight forward implementation, was to get energy management software on as many lab computers as possible. Student Computing purchased a license for energy management software for all campus lab computers and to date all open access labs and a number of department labs have the software installed and operating. Other labs will install the software this summer. On the faculty/staff computing side, a group has been formed, led by User Services and including representation from FMS, Green Campus and others, to plan for how to implement desktop energy management on non-lab computers in a centralized, maintainable, minimally impactful way.
