Gmail implementation is pending final cabinet/President approval. Internal pilot implementation is in process, with controlled pilot expected to begin in the November.  FAQ development is underway.  Technical teams are working on modifications required to campus mail routing, LDAP, PeopleSoft, and Registry.  Communication team is working on branding, and general campus communication development, and determining the various vehicles for communicating the migration.
