The team has a tentative meeting schedule for the spring and summer.

Kathy Fernandes reiterated that we don’t want the new Web site to age again like our current site has and we are working hard to make sure that this site will be maintained and kept current.

Organizing information, good labeling, and working with audience mental models are keys to good information architecture.
