Review of IMAP/Year 2 Report: 
Sandy provided feedback via email to the committee and briefly highlighted feedback for the group, specifically CO’s recommendations to consider developing institutional policies. Kathy F shared reminder that Chico has always had a culture of “trust” and “get it done” and hasn’t traditionally relied upon policy.  Good point that will be included in future reports. 

Update on revision of AA Manual: 

Bill L has contacted Executive Committee of Academic Senate to get Department Manual revision on agenda.  He plans to address EC on Friday 12/12/08 regarding the issue in preparation of agenda item in early Spring 09.  This is committee’s strategy to deal with building procedures and business practices.  Bill L recommends revisions go through Academic Senate to generate discussion and communication.  Bill L will also address issue of accessible syllabi template.  

Bill L also discussed need for campus to develop a syllabus statement. 

Update on text book ordering compliance: 

Deborah Lemmo reported that this semester demonstrates the worst amount of text book requisitions in the last 5 years.  Deborah estimates that only 20-25% of textbooks have been ordered (as opposed to 40% this time last semester).  Bookstore is very active in trying to get requisitions, sending out 100 personal emails (receiving only 400 responses from faculty).  Deborah (and staff) have sent list of faculty who have not ordered textbooks to AAS, Department Chairs and will forward to Bill Loker. 

Chris Prator suggested that DSS receive a lsit of books available in E text.  Lauri Evans agreed to add that query to book searches in DSS process. 

Deborah also reported a conversation she had with member of FASP.  FASP member expressed concern that the Bookstore not develop policies regarding text book compliance and ordering.  Concern is that FASP member should be aware that the issue is a system wide policy and not a local Bookstore issue.  This conversation demonstrates need for on going communication, especially with Academic Senate (and committees) as the voices of faculty. 

Update on Intent to offer/New course accessibility: 

Sandy provided update that she did, in fact, get on Bitsy Wagner’s email list for “intent to offer” new courses.  Sandy will prepare a message that can be sent to Deans/Chairs who submit intent to offer.  Message will address the EO and requirements for new course, including accessible syllabi, etc. 

Update on Winter ATI and Department Visits: 

Kathy Fernandes  and Laura Sederberg shared that there has not been much response to their offer to provide training in January 2009.  Emails were sent to all departments, but only 2 departments have responded.  Bill Loker did talk with Chairs and Deans, but suggests a stronger message.  Laura will write a message to Sandra Flake, Provost, and CC Bill requesting that Chairs and Deans take advantage of the training offered by TLP 

Other:  
Chris Prator informed committee that there is a new iteration of EnACT grant offering $10.000 for research based materials demonstrating faculty best practices with accessibility.  Chris will forward information to Sandy and Bill.  

Bill L. and Laura discussed need to sustain relationship with summer ATI faculty and develop an ambassador (or mentor) program.  Bill would like to see these faculty used as department trainers and as support for other faculty.  Additionally, Bill suggests that these faculty may be helpful in curriculum committees to infuse accessibility early in the process of offering new courses.  Laura agreed to send the names of all faculty trained in ATI over the summer to Bill so he can begin exploring this issue more.
