Changes to Coded Memo: 

Deadlines for web accessibility and procurement are pushed back at least 6 months.  There are no new deadlines associated with instructional materials.  This allows campuses to devote more time to course accessibility.

IMAP committee agreed that 2009-2010 will be the year of the Power Point.  TLP is ready with workshops and tutorials so that faculty have ready resources.  Laura S will send out a notice to faculty letting them know of upcoming summer workshops on PPT.

Faculty Mentors:  

Bill L and Lee A, will contact faculty that attended last summer’s camp to see if they are willing to be department/faculty mentors.  Bill L will offer faculty additional/refresher training and a stipend for their commitment. 

ATI Checklist: 

Laura and Peter agreed to look at the ATI checklist in July.  They have completed a “short” version for their website and faculty quick overview.  The “big” checklist will be used and linked to revised department manual. The idea is that faculty will have a more comprehensive checklist/guidance for new course development or course revision.  

Other Discussion: 
EPPC Training. 
Peter and Laura (TLP) presented the syllabus training at EPPC.  The Chair, three committee members, the AS president and the AS President Elect were present.  Bill L reported it was successful.  

Faculty Learning Community. 

Lee A. discussed new faculty cohort is only 10 faculty.  He’d like to make this a faculty learning community that will include monthly training/presentations, which would include accessibility.  Committee loved the idea and will support Lee as he starts developing the concept. 

Courepacks: 

Considerable discussion of coursepacks and the need to begin tacking the issue.  Though this is the “year of the PPT”, the committee will begin outlining the steps and resources necessary for faculty to prepare or remediate accessible courspacks.
