	Phase 1 – Identify “Top 20”

JR welcomed everyone and introductions were made around the table. He shared that this Team is 1 of 3 and the topic is Web Accessibility. There are some crossover members.  JR reported that in Phase I we were to identify “Top 20” pages. PB and KS have already begun the testing. He asked PB to report.
PB shared that the sites have been identified which include the portal as well as sites frequented for student services, DSS, Student Health, Counseling.  Using the free online software the majority passed the letter of the law. 20% still need fixes. PB is following up.
KS asked what type of assessment is in place and to date it appears just the “Good Faith Effort”. 

BP expressed that yes by checking the box the letter of the law is met but it must also actually work along the way. Some form of evaluation/feedback needs to happen.

PD asked if documentation is being kept on the failures and fixes. PB did not have a process in place yet but is aware of need.

PB/KS explained that CSU, Chico expects to be part of the system wide procurement of HI software to check web pages for accessibility and suggest remediation. Chico expects that HI will run on our own server and that all web personnel will have access to use it. KS/PB talked about “web folks” list/valid? Discussion followed. TD explained that student groups have faculty advisors to follow up with if students didn’t respond to needed web page updates. KS shared could use campus org chart. Define layer of responsibility “who”, start at top. KS asked for clarification re: servers. Yes, all servers that are CSU. 


	
	Phase II Draft web accessibility plan

JR said a general overview memo should get out by break 12/11 to Departments/VP’s etc.  Explaining need to identify person responsible for web content. JR/PB/KS will draft before break.
