· Programs: Concurrent- multiple subject credential and mild moderate special education credential. One semester in general education, 2nd in special education program. Tri-Placement- 3 placements in different grades. Bilingual- BCLAD degree to teach English language development. (All professional studies programs) Multiple Subject, Single Subject
· Programs changed this year due to budget cuts: student teach 3 days a week and in class 2 days. After Thanksgiving break, solo teaching (differs by program.
· Performance assessment for California teachers (PACT): lesson plans (if you don't get a high enough score, you get to re-do it) It will basically be a thesis.
· Each program differs in class time and student teaching time
· Placements can be anywhere from Corning to Durham
· Mentor: for 2 years after your credential, experiences teacher checking up and meeting if you have any problems
· Dress Code: depends on your school. Professional, covered in all the right spots.
