· Doctorate in mathematics education, mathematics, or a related field

· Demonstrated interest in K-12 mathematics education

· Potential for excellence in university teaching

· A commitment to working with preservice and inservice teachers

· Capacity or potential for excellence in research, writing, pursuing external funding, or other scholarly activities

Responsibilities:

· Teach mathematics and mathematics education courses to undergraduates, especially to elementary and secondary preservice teachers

· Engage in research or writing, pursue external funding, or other scholarly activities in mathematics education, mathematics, or a related field

· Collaborate with members of the department’s active mathematics education team

· Responsibilities do NOT include supervision of student teachers

Special Needs: We have a particular need for faculty interested in working with pre-service elementary teachers in our liberal studies program. We currently offer three mathematics courses that are required of the liberal studies majors, and one course that is an elective. There is a need to develop additional courses for those students interested in a mathematics concentration. Our interdisciplinary master’s degree in mathematics education is also looking for new faculty to teach courses, supervise theses, and take on a leadership role in the program.

The Department: We have a vibrant mathematics education group within the department. With three new mathematics education hires in the past two years, we are excited to be looking for another colleague to join us. The department consists of 18 full-time faculty, 35 graduate students, and approximately 180 undergraduate majors. Math class enrollments are capped at 35. We offer four options within the bachelor’s degree, with nearly half of our majors in the mathematics education option. In the past ten years, awards from NSF, DOE, FIPSE, and the California Mathematics Project have supported faculty in developing innovative programs for the undergraduate preparation of secondary teachers and for developing leadership among elementary and secondary mathematics teachers in our 13-county service region.
