We will use Pre-K-2, 3-5, and 6-8 materials from the National Council of Teachers of Mathematics’ Navigation series on Data Analysis and Probability to discuss how fundamental ideas about data analysis and probability can be (a) introduced to young children, (b) explored with upper elementary students through collection and analysis of data in meaningful contexts, and (c) extended and deepened at the middle school level using technology that allows students to "interrogate" data and activities that develop their probabilistic thinking.
