DVD Project Criteria

This assignment is worth 20% of your final grade, and even though it is a group project, you will be assigned an individual grade. You are expected to be working with your group on this project outside of class, throughout the semester. We will be keeping a log of quality hours spent in the lab by each student, so that we can give each of you as fair a grade as possible 

You will be asked to evaluate your group members’ and your own contributions using the Group Evaluation Rubric. Your individual grade may drop as much as 20 percentage points if you do not complete the 1-2 page paper according to the criteria (see last page, under Group/Self Evaluation).
The DVD must include:

· Credits and intro title.

· A main page with an overview of the contents organized into chapters (this overview page should have all your dances as “playable” options).

· A brief introduction of each group member, on camera. Be creative! (Max 2 minutes)

· Titles for each chapter (one per dance) with subtitles for each different move for the ballroom dances.

· A 30-60 second demo of each move with spoken and subtitled cues.

· All the dances and moves outlined in the Skills Test section, performed to the beat of the music (make sure the video and audio sync up on each dance!!), and repeated enough times (F/L/HH dances for one whole song, BR moves at least 4-5 times, each move, for each person). You should have all group members dance at the same time to avoid using too much disk space.

Every group member should:

· Contribute with suggestions and ideas for how to make this an awesome portfolio piece.

· Do an equal share of the work in this DVD production.

· Respect others' ideas and contributions.

· Dress nicely/appropriately for each DVD shoot.

Shooting the DVD:

· Sign up for lab time when you can use the digital camera and tripod. Space and help will be provided.

· Make sure you have a 10 second lead-in to each shot (this allows room for clean edits).

· Set the camera up close to the action, and zoom out for best video quality. 

· Tape off the area (on the floor) that the camera is covering, and double check that everything you want to show will show (play it back to make sure).

· Use the tripod!!!! Handheld cameras make for shaky video…

· When you speak the cues for the moves, be very close to the mike! 

· Make sure the music is clear and loud enough (the stereo should be close to the camera).

· All dancers should be showing the moves clearly, so rotate who is in the front during each dance and move.

· Make sure there is enough light in your filming area so we can see what you’re doing.

Editing:

· You must use I-movie to edit the video. Lab hours: 
Fridays 9-11

· Burn the final copy on a DVD, hand in one to Catrina by the due date. Make copies for all of you to keep and include in your portfolio (we will be checking off that each of you have a copy). 
· Remember that the purpose of this DVD is for you to have it as a reference guide when you teach dance, as well as a portfolio piece, so spend some time on editing making sure it is as perfect as possible!!

Grading:

Two rubrics will be used to evaluate this DVD project,  the first one will be used by us to evaluate the final product (the DVD Rubric, -one per group).  Secondly, in order to help us be fair to those who worked hard on this project, you are asked to type a 2 page paper, using the Group/Self Evaluation Rubric to evaluate each of your group members, including yourself. Type a brief justification for your rating of each person, and list each person’s contributions to the project. Hand in the typed justification paper (individually) the day the DVD is due. Make sure your name is on it… Your individual DVD grade will drop 20 percentage points if you do not complete the 2 page paper according to these criteria. Each group member’s DVD grade will be modified, if needed, according to his/her group members’ evaluations, as well as our lab logs.

DVD Rubric

	Above target: Masterpiece! (20 points)

	The DVD meets all of the criteria, and has an added element of enthusiasm! Excellent work!  



	Target: Portfolio Pride Piece! (16-18 points)

	The DVD meets all of the criteria, and it is obvious that you put a lot of time and effort into making this DVD portfolio worthy! Great work!  



	Acceptable: Portfolio Piece (14-15 points)

	The DVD meets most of the criteria, but is missing the extra touch that would make it stand out in your portfolio. 

	Developing: Not portfolio worthy (12-13 points)

	The DVD meets some of the criteria, but it seems as if you didn’t make this DVD project a group priority.



	Unacceptable: Thrown together? Or missing? (0-11 points)

	Either the DVD meets very few of the criteria and looks “thrown together”, or it is missing… 




Group/Self Evaluation  Rubric

	Group Leader   - 100%

	You did everything described below at the “Hard Worker” level, but in addition you took on extra responsibilities and became a leader of your group.



	Hard Worker   - 90-95%

	Through all the preparations, shooting and editing of this DVD, it was obvious that you treated this assignment as a top priority. You lived up to all of the applicable professionalism criteria stated in the syllabus. You did what it took to get this DVD done. Without your hard work, the group would not have been as successful. 



	Contributor  - 75-85%

	You did a nice job in most aspects of the preparations, shooting and editing of this DVD, but for one reason or another you were not able or willing to give this assignment as much attention as it needed from you. However, you lived up to most of the applicable professionalism criteria stated in the syllabus. You could have done better with more effort and time invested. Who knows, the DVD might even have been better with more of your input?



	Flake…  - 60-70%

	You gave this assignment very little attention and according to the professionalism criteria stated in the syllabus, you were not a professional. You flaked in several aspects of the assignment and/or your contributions were of very poor quality.



	Beyond Flake!  - 0%

	Your role in this group assignment was lacking in so many areas that you might as well not have participated.


Skills Test Criteria

This skills rest is worth 232 points (15% of your final grade), and is graded individually. You must be shown on videotape performing all the folk/line/hip-hop dances for the duration of one song, and ballroom dances with each move repeated 4-5 times (see list of moves below). You are responsible to make sure all the dances/moves you perform are clearly shown on the DVD (be involved in the shooting and editing process, see DVD assignment criteria). If you are not shown performing a move, you lose those points (no make-ups).

Skills Test Rubric

Each dance you demonstrate in the DVD will be evaluated using the rubric below. 

	Above target: Proficient

	All dance moves for this dance were performed perfectly and to the beat of the music. You even added your own element of style or flare to the dance. (Folk/line hip-hop 8 points, Ballroom dances 16 points)



	Target: Competent

	All, or almost all of the dance moves were performed correctly and on beat. (F/L/HH 7 points, BR 14 points)



	Acceptable: Approaching competence

	You demonstrated most moves correctly, but need a little more practice before you are ready to teach this dance. You either had trouble staying on beat, or some dance moves were not correctly performed. (F/L/HH 6 points, BR 12 points)



	Developing: More Practice Needed

	You need more practice to be deemed competent for this dance. You either performed several moves incorrectly, or you left out moves. However, your attempt was good enough to deserve some credit. If you practice more, you can become competent in this dance. (F/L/HH 5 points, BR 10 points)



	Unacceptable: Not there, or not even close…

	You either did not demonstrate the dance, or it was not even close to being correct or complete… (F/L/HH 0-4 points, BR 0-8 points)
