	Unit goals are comprehensive and convey the new learning that will occur throughout the unit. Unit objectives are included under each goal. Objectives identify, in measurable terms, what students will know and be able to do by the end of the unit. Unit objectives are grouped under related goals. 	Overview


	Activity sequence is unclear. Lessons do not appear to lead directly to completion of the project. Readers struggle to appreciate how students will complete the project with understanding of the instructional goals.  
	The overview describes instructional activities for a 4-6 week integrated unit.  There are lessons, with sequenced activities, that lead to completion of the project.  Readers understand how your project leads students to completion.  Project design demonstrates some synthesis of the instructional goals with the completed project.
	The overview clearly describes instructional activities for a 4-6 week integrated unit. Lessons are well-scaffolded, leading to completion of the project. .Activity sequence is detailed and clear. Readers clearly appreciate how your project leads students to completion. Project design clearly demonstrates synthesis of the instructional goals with the completed project.

	Graphic Organizer


	Graphic organizer is missing, incomplete, or does not represent unit content. Focuses on subject areas rather than on integrated content.
	Graphic organizer includes guiding questions and some large instructional ideas or topics. 
	Organizer shows the relationship between unit ideas. It is complete, including guiding questions, instructional concepts and topical connections.

	Democratic Application


	Limited description of the ways in which the unit reflects democratic content and pedagogical processes. Little, or no, reference to the IDEALS acronym. No connection to the concepts of a democratic society. No references to how students are engaged.
	A description of the ways in which the unit reflects democratic content and pedagogical processes. Reference to the IDEALS acronym are presented in a limited description with some connection to the major concepts of a democratic society.  Few specific references to how students are engaged in social action. 
	 Complete and clear description of the ways in which the unit reflects democratic content and pedagogical processes.  Reference to the IDEALS acronym are clearly described with descriptions of how they are presented and utilized to increase understanding of how the completed project applies the major concepts, principles, and values of a democratic society. Several specific references to how students are engaged in meaningful social action supported by classroom instruction.

	Lesson Plans


	Lesson plans do not adequately represent the breadth and depth of content in the integrated unit.


	Lesson plans represent the breadth and depth of content in the integrated unit, but may not clearly support the unit goals or guiding question.
	Lesson plans represent the integration of instruction around subject matter areas. They support unit goals and the guiding questions. 

	Supplemental

Materials
	Unit does not have 10 supplements. Unclear descriptions of those that are included. Teachers would be unable to find connection with the unit goals.
	Unit contains 10 supplements that teachers can use as resources for the unit. Most supplements are formatted separately and include some description of how this activity will be used.
	Unit contains 10 or more supplements that teachers can use as resources in using the unit.  Each supplement is formatted on a separate page. All activities include a paragraph describing how this activity will be used in the unit.

	Unit formatting, layout and/or errors in mechanics and spelling distract from the content of the unit.
