PAAID Descriptor

EDTE 676/686: Interdisciplinary Instruction, and Assessment

PROGRAM ASSESSMENT ANALYSIS AND INTERVENTION DEVELOPMENT (PAAID)
Students will be responsible for analyzing classroom data and developing a classroom intervention. The intervention must address the area(s) of need based on assessment analysis (STAR test results, district mandated assessments, informal classroom assessments, and CELDT scores.)   The classroom intervention must be implemented for a 6-week period. Data must be gathered from the following resources: STAR test results, observations of reading and writing processes (i.e., anecdotal records), student’s products (e.g., reading logs or response journals), classroom measures (e.g., running records, criterion reference tests, etc.) and decontextualized measures, cum folders (see chapter 8 from Ovando text and O’Malley & Valdez-Pierce).  You are not limited to these resources.  Data must be submitted using spreadsheets and data base files. A detailed description of the analysis of the PAAID contents, interventions, and rationale will be submitted in a portfolio format.

In the case study you are to:

1. assign a pseudo name to the selected school and class

2. provide a graphic representation of the school and class demographic information based on STAR  web page (School Report Card);

3. discuss findings with the classroom teacher and identify school wide area of need (i.e. overall math scores are lower) 

4. develop a graph illustrating classroom results in the three main content areas as per STAR results (graph should illustrate disaggregated data comparing your classroom’s ELs /NESs  results to school wide graded results)  

5. begin analysis of class data against school wide data and determine  an area of need for your individual class (include district assessments and classroom assessments in this analysis)

6. briefly describe the language arts, ELD, and math program in your assigned classroom;

7. conduct a teacher interview re: student level of performance and previous interventions for the class;

8. describe previous interventions and their results;

9. report the CELDT scores and date of last administration for the ELs in the class;

10. provide a written analysis of information gathered in numbers 2 through 9 that clearly establishes an area of need based on the analysis of the data (cite the data as your rationale)

11. identify content area focus based on analysis and identify standards to be addressed

12. design appropriate intervention(s), identify classroom goal(s) based on above analysis; implement the intervention, and assess student progress (include samples of assessment instrument(s) and/or rubric);

13. provide: (a) a narrative evaluating the intervention and (b) recommendations for future instruction;

14. develop a classroom sample portfolio including evidence for the items above and student selected samples of student work with rationale for selection.

· Develops a complete classroom profile.  Presents conclusions that follow logically from the selected portfolio contents. Determines an appropriate area of need. (6-8)

· Develops a general classroom profile.  Omits important aspects or does not effectively relate the profile to the portfolio contents. Identifies a irrelevant area of need not linked to data analysis. (2-5)

· Develops a vague profile that lacks explanations and connections to relevant portfolio contents. No standards identified. (0-1)

	Intervention Plan









· Discusses previous interventions and presents a comprehensive outline of the most important areas of growth; identifies goals of current intervention and provides a detailed description of the intervention.  (9-10)

· Briefly describes previous intervention and identifies areas of strength and possible areas of growth; identifies some goals of current intervention and provides a description of the intervention (6-8)

· Names previous interventions and identifies some areas of growth that are important and others that are not. Provides general goals to be met by intervention; intervention described is minimal  (2-5)

· Previous intervention is not mentioned; Selects areas that are not relevant given the classroom’s profile. Intervention plan does not match classroom goals. (0-1)

	Evaluation and Recommendations







· Provides a comprehensive narrative outlining classroom progress.  Narrative strongly correlates with assessment results. Recommendations are based on an in-depth analysis of post-assessments. (9-10)

· Provides a complete narrative outlining classroom progress. Narrative correlates with assessment results. Recommendations are based on an analysis of post-assessments. (6-8)

· Provides a brief narrative describing student’s progress. Narrative briefly describes assessment results.  Recommendations are based on teacher observation of student’s progress. (2-5)

· Provides a vague narrative outlining some areas of students’ growth. Narrative is a vague description of assessment results. Recommendations are not based on any observation of students’ work or post-assessments. (0-1)
