The CSU System-wide Evaluation of Teacher Preparation provides the results of surveys administered to graduates of initial credential programs completing their first year as in-service teachers on their perceptions of the quality of preparation they received. The results for each campus are provided as composite scores on groups of questions substantively related to each other. The composite score for Overall Value and Quality Fieldwork in Credential Programs (K-12) includes assessments of linking theory to practice, communication and collaboration between university and school-based faculty, development of professional perspective, opportunity to work with all types of diversity including special needs, learning to manage learning environments, and more. Figure 3.2.2 shows the comparative composite scores for CSU, Chico graduates for 2001-02 to 2003-04 against graduates from all CSU campuses for the same years. The chart shows consistent highly positive perceptions of the quality of fieldwork at CSU, Chico, with scores above those for the CSU system for each year surveyed.

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Among the responses to the open-ended questions on the Exit Survey, were the following:

“I got to put in practice what I learned in class. I got to find out for myself what worked and what didn’t.”

“During my student teaching I had very supportive cooperating teachers and school staff. I made some valuable relationships.”

“We were in the classroom from the beginning of the school year until the end. I feel I have become fully prepared to be a teacher from all of the in-class experience offered through this program.”

“I was able to see what I had learned applied in the classroom through observation of my cooperating teacher and feedback from her as well as my supervisor.” 
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
