Brief Description of each Key Assessment:

KINE 315 – Introduction to Adapted Physical Activity - Lesson Plan Description:

Students will work with a partner to create an 30 minute, inclusive lesson plan that has an teacher assigned disability.  Students will choose the grade level and physical activity content to be taught to the class.  The lesson plan will include an equipment list, a set induction, lesson objectives (minimum of 2), duration of each activity, brief activity description, activity organization, appropriate progression of the lesson, modifications for each portion of the lesson to insure inclusion, multiple intelligences used for each activity, activity challenges for various ability levels, as well as a way to assess if their objectives were met.  Students will turn in a typed lesson plan along with a seperate page that focuses on using the FAMME model for modifying activity for their assigned disability.  Partners will then teach their lesson with time at the end for class feedback and reflection.

KINE 351 – Aquatics for the Adapted Instructor - IAPP Lesson Plan
Students will choose a Special Olympic swimmer to assess, create long term goals and short term objectives, and write a individualized aquatic program plan for that swimmer.  The lesson plan will include: lesson objectives (minimum of 2), equipment list, skill progression related to their goals/objectives, activity duration, modifications and challenges for each activity, and assessment of objectives.  This information will be typed and turned in.  The lesson will be taught by the student to the swimmer at Special Olympics swim practice.  

KINE 513 – Programming for Physical, Neurological, and Sensory Disabilities – Observation

Observation and write-up.  Students must conduct an observation of either a preschooler or elementary child.  

KINE 514 – Programming for Mental, Emotional, and Learning Disabilities – Disability Research Project

Students are required to make a presentation to the class on a mental, emotional, or learning disability.  This research should cover the definition, incidence or prevalence figures, etiology (causes), any classification or types, any associated impairments, diagnosis, prognosis, treatment, education implications, psychomotor implications, and suggestions for programming.

KINE 515 – Collaboration in Adapted Physical Education – Collaborative Consultation Project 
The purpose of this project is to assist students to improve collaboration/consultation skills in order to more effectively assist individuals with disabilities in a program. While performing 30 hours at an approved site or classroom with general or special education teachers, students will work collaboratively with other professionals to develop and implement a quality physical education plan. Students will be responsible for an end of the semester presentation to their peers that includes information about their placement, various teaching and learning strategies that were discussed and used for all students to be included, the  types of activities were planned for and which activities were actually carried out.  They will discuss the modifications and accommodations that were made for each student to actively participate. The types of communication that they found useful and the positive and challenging aspects of the collaborative/consultative experience.  Finally students will discuss what they learned from the experience/project including things that they might do differently in the future?  his assessment was worth 100 points and graded with a rubric.

KINE 516 – Motor Assessment for Individuals with Disabilities – Assessment Report

Students must assess an individual child utilizing multiple methods of data collection.  Including formalized assessment tools and observation. 

KINE 617 – Field Experience – Portfolio Review

I.  Demonstration of competence through a portfolio review.  The portfolio includes the following:

1. Teaching philosophy

2. Professional goals and action plan

3. Sample lessons (4)

4. Sample units (2)

5. Sample objectives and benchmarks (for 2 students)

6. Sample assessment reports (2)

7. Sample periodic reviews (1)

8. Web information on pertinent disabilities, sport information, or other resources appropriate for the context of the classes and individuals within it.

9. Resources for community based programs for transition planning.

10. Sample behavioral plan

11. Sample video of teaching

12. Video Analysis of teaching #1, #2 with reflection

13. Observation log

14. Journal reflections

15. Final self-evaluation of teaching

Total numbers of students in coursework within the Adapted Physical Education Specialist Credential ranged from 4-23.  The total assignments turned in, in all courses specific to APE was 86.  Fifty-two assignments met target, 27 were acceptable, 4 were developing, and 3 were unacceptable.
