The Key Assessment Analyses provide evidence of the candidate's growth in knowledge, skills, and dispositions made during the Professional Preparation Program relative to the state mandated and School of Education teacher preparation standards. 

Candidates will write a two-three page (400-500 words) response for the Anchor Assignment: Technology for Students with Special Needs. The analysis will include: 

1. A descriptive account of professional growth made during the program connecting two TPEs and Education Specialist Standards to the Key Assessment. 
2. The descriptive account must include how the Anchor Assignment: Technology for Students with Special Needs initiated the candidate’s understanding of the TPEs/standards identified. 
3. References to faculty feedback (from the original assignment and/or program faculty) regarding the 2 areas discussed in the analysis.
Materials to be submitted:

· The written analysis submitted electronically.

· The written analysis includes a minimum of one reference from the professional literature to the purpose and use of technology for special populations.

· A copy of the original project completed with a pupil is submitted electronically as part of the portfolio (i.e. voiced-over PowerPoint, documentation of project involving pupil’s use of a switch, a webpage or webquest designed to meet the needs of students with disabilities, etc.).
