The Key Assessment Analyses provide evidence of the candidate's growth in knowledge, skills, and dispositions made during the Professional Preparation Program relative to the state mandated and School of Education teacher preparation standards. 

As evidence of the candidate’s growth and understanding of the special education teacher preparation program and faculty’s commitment to service learning as an expression of the rights all students, including those of students with exceptional needs, the candidate will design and carry out a service learning project during the fall and spring semester.  Using the service learning project completed during the spring semester, which will be based on the California content standards, the student(s) goals and objectives identified in the Individualized Educational Program (IEP) for a student, the candidate will review this project, its outcomes, and instructor feedback to write a two-three page (400-500 words) response for the Service Learning Activity completed in a special education setting. 

The analysis will include: 

1. A descriptive account of professional growth made during the program connecting two Education Specialist Standards to the service learning project completed in a special education setting. 
2. The descriptive account must include how the Service Learning Activity initiated the candidate’s understanding of the standards identified. 
3. The analysis will reference faculty feedback (from the original assignment and/or program faculty) regarding the 2 areas you are discussing.
Materials to be submitted:

· The written analysis
· A minimum of one reference about service learning from the professional literature
· Evidence and artifacts from the service learning project submitted electronically as part of the digital portfolio.  (i.e. Written evidence of planning, scanned student work, digital photographs, etc.)
· Scanned planning sheets that include the elements of service learning
