It is vitally important that this document accurately represent the unit’s shared vision of what we consider most significant for our graduates to know and do. To that end, we will be holding a Conceptual Framework meeting on   Tuesday, August 23rd, from 1 to 3 pm in Kendall Hall 207 to finalize this important document. You will be receiving a rough draft of the Conceptual Framework early next week via email. Before the meeting, please take the time to do two things:
1. Carefully read and critique the draft. We are not concerned about wordsmithing at this point. Rather, consider if there are elements in the document that you would like modified or that you absolutely cannot live with. Please submit your feedback to me electronically by Friday, 8/19.     
2. Provide research and theoretical references to support the document. At this point, it would be most helpful to receive specific quotes or paraphrasing of key ideas, rather than lists of articles and books. Alternatively, you could bring specific articles and/or books that would be good sources of citations to share at the meeting. As you consider what might be useful for this purpose, please keep in mind the idea of a shared vision. We need to focus on literature we would all consider truly foundational for our program candidates, representing important historical or  current underpinnings of our fields. We may not agree with the perspectives of some of these references, but we would consider them essential knowledge for our students. 

We know that the start of the semester is a busy time for everyone, so we are   especially appreciative of your support in this critically important work.
