Overview

There are two agriculture credentials in California:  the Single Subject Agriculture and the Agriculture Specialist.  These credentials have overlapping requirements (see table below).  The Single Subject Agricultural credential allows teaching classroom agriculture in K-12 only.  The Agriculture Specialist credential allows teaching career technical classes, ROP, FFA advising, SAE supervision, and qualifies for vocational education funding.  This document will walk you through the process of completing these requirements.

Subject Matter Competency

Since both credentials allow the teaching of all aspects of agriculture the course requirements include a broad selection of courses.  This “breath” requirement fits well with the integrated nature of the Chico State program.  While the B.S. degree program for the agricultural education option provides the framework for a broad experience, students seeking a credential must insure they meet the subject matter competency requirements (or take the CSET examine).

Occupational Experience in Agriculture or Agribusiness*

The occupational experience requirement consists of either: 

· A minimum of 2,000 hours of either paid or voluntary experience, the entirety of which must be completed after graduation from high school; or,

· A minimum of 3,000 hours of either paid or voluntary experience, of which a maximum of 1,500 hours may be accrued prior to graduation from high school.

Additionally:

· One or more of the occupational experiences provide an opportunity for the candidate to develop an understanding of and experience in employer/employee interactions.

· One or more of the occupational experiences provide an opportunity for the candidate to gain knowledge, skills and concepts concerning employment in agricultural occupations that can be integrated into the agricultural classroom.

· Summer, full or part-time, FFA, 4-H, college enterprise projects, or work at the various units may be counted as part of the one-year post high school experience.

· The Agriculture Education Program Coordinator in consultation with the Agriculture Education Advisory Committee evaluates and approves the appropriateness of occupational experience.
