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	1. The Preliminary Administrative Services Program will be revised to meet new state standards.
	New California Standards for Administrative Services Credential Programs were issued in January 2004.  Program sponsors were required by the Commission on Teacher Credentialing to respond by revising programs to meet standards by April 2006.

Focus groups of current candidates, program alumni, and practitioners from the university service region met to study the new program standards and discuss desirable characteristics, features and learning that should be included in a revised preparation program.


	The action plan included processes for program faculty to redesign the program to meet new standards, to produce a new program document that responded to each standard, and to take the program through all levels of campus approval and state approval.


	The steps in the action plan were conducted and concluded in 2005/06
	The newly revised Preliminary Administrative Services Program began implementation in fall, 2006.

Steps are being taken to implement a new student tracking system within the Graduate Student Database and new program assessment system.
Processes are being conducted to assist a small number of candidates who will complete the old program and be recommended for the credential under previous standards.
