4.   15% of the candidates submitted unacceptable work on the KINE 484 Unit Plan (semester 3).

	The percentage of unacceptable work by students in the PETE Blended for KINE 309, 410, and 484 is unacceptable to the faculty.

Faculty developed and implemented disposition rubrics, for each PETE course, regarding work quality, on time submissions, appropriate completion of assignments, commitment to education and self-directed learning, and professional responsibility. Data will be collected on these student dispositions in 2007. 

Marginal students will be counseled about the criteria needed to become subject matter competent and successful in the credential program.

Data will again be collected for these (5) key assignments in Spring and Fall 2007.

A phone survey of recent graduates, concerning the key assessments, will be initiated in 2007.  

Depth interviews, with current candidates, will be conducted in 2007 concerning the key assessments.

TPA A & B results will be compared to key assessment data for individual PETE candidates in the credential program.
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
