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	Enhance candidate writing abilities in relation to research reports, reviews of the literature, clinical case study reports.
	Key Assessment data related to a variety of tasks that required professional writing.
	The action plan is identical to that for the prior year.  It appears that developing writing abilities among candidates is a multiple-year task.  Each cohort generally remains in the program for at least two years which allows attention to thinking / writing abilities over that entire period.

From earlier report:

· Facilitate group discussions early in the semester as to how to do an analysis of the literature and draw attention to textual examples.

· Conduct peer-editing sessions earlier in the semester and more frequently (suggested weekly).

· Class time should be appropriated for APA review and discussion. Julie Roth will look for patterns of students’ questions or needs as an ongoing assessment and then conduct lessons or discussions to address those student needs involved with the literature review paper.

· Sample theses (chapter two) and journal articles should be made available for review before the synthesis and writing begin.

· Individual conferences with Julie Roth should be scheduled for students who need or request guidance with this key assessment.

The CSU, Chico Writing Center should be recommended for those students demonstrating a need for additional help.
	Scoring of the Key Assessments provided information related to writing skill.  Even though writing is not what would be considered poor, it is such an important area for the specialist that it needs to be attended to.  

Class assignments in both RDGL 660 and RDGL 662 provided a base of evidence for the decision to continue to focus on thinking and writing abilities of candidates.
	Continue to attend to those points listed in the action plan and continue to monitor performance on a variety of programmatic writing tasks.
