EDTE 570

Creating and Maintaining a Supportive Learning Environment for Student Learning (2 units)
Catalog Course Description: 

This course prepares candidates to develop the knowledge, skills, and dispositions to teach in a diverse classroom setting. The candidates develop a conceptual framework for implementing various instructional and classroom management strategies to support the educational, social, and emotional needs of English speakers, English Learners and Special Populations. Specific instructional strategies include direct instruction, guided discovery, concept development and attainment, and cooperative learning.  Candidates learn to develop lesson plans with clearly defined learning outcomes to foster student learning and achievement.  Candidates learn techniques and strategies that motivate students, foster self-esteem, and develop positive attitudes that promote learning and achievement, responsibility, and equity.  Candidates learn to establish procedures for managing instructional time, routines, and tasks to maximize learning opportunities for all students.  Candidates apply knowledge of child and adolescent development, learning and behavior theories with students in carefully selected and monitored field-site placements. 
Course Objectives:

Recognizing the diverse cultural and linguistic backgrounds of learners in a bilingual/cross-cultural setting, the prospective teacher will:

1.
learn and begins to apply practices that create and sustain a just and democratic learning environment while working with English speakers, English Learners and Special Populations; (CTC Standard 10(b), 12(b, e), 13(e, f), 14(d, e, f); TPE 11) D5;

assess the physical, social, and cognitive needs of all students and explain how the needs effect behavior in the schools; (CTC Standards 10(c), 13(e, f, h), 14(c); TPE  3, 8) D1;

examine effective communication practices in daily instruction (e.g.; classroom signals, body language, voice projection, clarity of language when giving directions and presenting instruction, cultural and linguistic factors that might effect communication, teacher expectations) and with families to foster constructive relationships (CTC Standard 10(a); TPE 5, 11);

4. learn to recognize and defuse situations that may lead to student conflict (CTC Standard 10(d)); (TPE 11) D5;

5. observe, identify, and reflect on classrooms operational procedures, grade level expectations and services for English speakers, English Learners and Special Population students; (CTC Standard 10(b), 13(e), 14(f); TPE 6A.B; D 2, 3, 4;

6. identify components of the CSU Chico Basic Instructional Model (BIM) in a variety of teaching episodes;

7. write instructional objectives which accurately define learning outcomes;

8. demonstrate competency with learning technology by completing the media center checklist of learning technology activities; (CTC Standard 9(c)

9. create a spreadsheet to record student grades or specified need by Cooperating Teacher (CTC Standard 9(d)

Assessments:

1. Web page

Candidates will develop a web page that will be used as their professional portfolio throughout the year. This web page will be an ongoing process and assignments added to the web page throughout the program.
2. Technology Checklist

Candidates will submit a checklist regarding their familiarity and application of technological equipment that may be utilized in schools. 

3. Record Keeping Spreadsheet 

Candidates will submit a record keeping spreadsheet that could be useful for both Cooperating Teacher and candidate.  Collaboration with cooperating teacher to determine desired content of spreadsheet is recommended. 
4. Philosophy: Creating a positive classroom environment

Candidates will submit a paper describing their philosophy for creating a positive classroom environment.  This will be a two-three page paper for the Professional Portfolio due in the Spring. Final draft must be included on student web page. TPE 10, 11, D 5 

5. Philosophy of Teaching

Candidates will submit a final paper of their Philosophy of Education.  The Belief paper submitted for EDTE 440 will form the basis for this final 2-3 page paper to be included in the Professional Portfolio required in the Spring. Final draft must be submitted on student web page. TPE 13, D 1,2,3,4,5

6. Reflective Journal 

Candidates will keep a reflective journal for each day of seminar and field experiences. Reflective journals will be collected throughout the course. These journals are to assist students in becoming reflective practitioners and are a requirement of the BCLAD Credential program. TPE 1, 3,4,9,10,11, 12, D 3
7. Final Exam

For one component of the final, candidates will be asked to write a fully developed lesson plan in the BIM format as their final project for the course.
