Teaching in Inclusive Settings: Preparing to Teach Special Populations in General Education Settings

(1 unit)

Course Description:
This course prepares candidates to develop the knowledge, skills, and dispositions to teach in a diverse classroom setting. This course focuses on relevant state and federal laws pertaining to the education of exceptional populations and the selection and use of instructional strategies and technologies. Basic information will be provided relative to the IEP process, including; identification; referral; assessment; exit procedures; IEP planning and meeting; and implementation and evaluation. Issues facing teaches who serve or offer collaborative assistance for the elementary exceptional learners will be emphasized. This course will address prospective teachers’ attitudes toward mainstreaming and teaching diverse student populations. This course is not applicable to a master’s degree program. ABC/no credit grading only.

Objectives:

Recognizing the diverse cultural and linguistic backgrounds of learners in a bilingual/cross-cultural setting, the prospective teacher will

1. identify major categories of disabilities (CTC Standard 14a; )

2. identify and evaluate local, state, and national resources for teaching English Learners and special populations; (CTC Standards 13a, 14e. D3,D4)

3. identify relevant state and federal laws pertaining to the education of exceptional populations including the elementary education teacher’s role in the IEP process (CTC Standard 14b, D3,D4)

4. identify techniques to adapt instructional materials for English Learners and special populations, e.g., gifted/talented, students on behavior plans and students with learning disabilities (CTC Standards 9a, 13b, 14d, e; TPE 4, 6, 7, D1,D2,D3)

5. plan, teach, and evaluate effective lessons in all subject areas to address the needs and interests of all students (CTC Standards 7A, B, 8A, B, 13 b, e, 14 d, e; TPE 1, 2,  3, 6, 8, D1, D2) 

6. identify and evaluate a variety of teaching and learning strategies and assessments appropriate for English speakers, English Learners (EL), and special population students to improve their problem solving, critical thinking, communication, social and study skills (CTC Standards 8a, 13b, 14c, d, e); TPE 1, 2, 4, 5, 6, 7; D1,2);

7. identify techniques and strategies to address the issues of social integration for students with special needs (CTC Standard, 14f; TPE 11, D5).

8. Anticipate, recognize, and defuse situations that might cause conflict or violence (CTC Standard  (10d; TPE 11, D5).

Assessments:

1. Group Presentation:

Students will share information about a specific learning disability.  In assigned small groups, students will research a specific learning disability and develop a 10-minute overview to share with the class.  
2. Website Review:


Students will identify one website for parents’ use and one for their use as future inclusive teachers related to the issues of special populations.  Students will be expected to provide a brief written review of the sites for colleagues, noting highlights and usefulness as related to teaching students in an inclusive general education classroom. 
3. School Resources Presentation:

Students will share the resources available at their current field placement for students in an inclusive setting. Students will present information related to personnel, materials and schedules related to the special populations. School groups will present 
4. Problem-Based IEP Scenario 


Groups will present their solution to the assigned IEP scenario. The presentation will be an actual role-play of a typical school IEP meeting. The presentation must be an accurate representation of an actual IEP encounter at a school site.  
5. Social Science or Social Science Based ELD Unit Adaptation:


A Social Science or Social Science ELD based unit with adaptations for students with an identified special need will be submitted. The lesson plans  (2) should follow the BIM outline, incorporating the adaptations within the actual lesson plan.  A rationale behind your choice for the adaptations will be submitted with the lesson plans. An overall rationale for how the unit meets the needs of the special needs student who you selected will be included.  This rationale describes the student targeted and  how the needs are met.
