Teaching Reading/Language Arts in Self-Contained Classrooms 

(4 units)
Catalog Course Description: 

This course provides substantive, research-based instruction that builds the theoretical and practical knowledge base that enables candidates to deliver a comprehensive program of systematic instruction in reading, writing, and related language arts that is aligned with the California English Language Arts Academic Content Standards for Students.  Candidates learn to teach explicitly basic decoding, vocabulary, and comprehension skills and strategies to all students, including those with varied reading levels and language backgrounds.  Candidates work closely with classroom teachers, supervisors, and instructors to study and apply basic principles and practices of reading language arts about factors influencing reading development, instructional strategies, beginning reading, content area reading, organizational practices, assessment, and materials. Candidates continue to examine issues of second language development and select appropriate scaffolding strategies and materials for students of diverse cultural and linguistic backgrounds.

	Objectives:

Recognizing the diverse cultural and linguistic backgrounds of English speakers, English learners, and special populations in a bilingual/crosscultural classroom setting, bilingual candidates will receive instruction and will have multiple and systematic opportunities to:

1. be grounded in methodologically sound research and exposed to instructional programs in English and Spanish adopted by the State Board of Education [Standard 7A(a); TPE 1A, 7  and 9]

2. develop a comprehensive program of English and Spanish reading/language arts and English Language Development instruction including systematic, explicit and meaningfully-applied instruction in reading, writing, and related language skills that is aligned with the student content standards in English/Language Arts and English Language Development, and the Reading/Language Arts Framework [Standards 7A(a) and 13(a); TPE 1A and 4]

3. study methods that incorporate comprehension skills, literature, strategies to promote and guide independent reading, and instructional approaches that incorporate the four language processes [Standards 7A(b) and Standard 13(b); TPE 1A]

4. learn about and use a wide range of materials in English and Spanish, including textual, functional, recreational, and expository texts and children’s literature that reflect cultural diversity in teacher-supported and independent reading contexts [Standard 7A(c)(i); 

TPE 1A and 9]

5. develop student background knowledge and vocabulary, and teach reading comprehension strategies such as analysis of text structure, summarizing, questioning, and making inferences [Standard 7A(c)(ii); TPE 1A, 8 and 9]

6. promote the use of oral language in English and Spanish in a variety of formal and informal settings [Standards 7A(c)(iii) and 13(b); 

TPE 1A and 7]

7. implement writing strategies, writing applications, and written and oral English and Spanish language conventions [Standard 7A(c)(iv); TPE 1A and 7]

8. teach explicit skills that promote fluent reading and writing, including phonemic awareness; direct, systematic, explicit phonics; and decoding skills incorporating spelling patterns, orthography, and extensive practice reading and writing in English and Spanish [Standard 7A(d); TPE 1A and 7]

9. explore the importance of the roles of home and community literacy practices [Standards 5(b), 7A(e) and 13(h); TPE 4, 5 and 8]

10. examine the instructional uses of ongoing diagnostic strategies that guide teaching and assessment, early intervention techniques and guided practice of these techniques [Standard 7A(e); TPE 1A, 2 and 3]

11. analyze the phonological/morphological language structure of English and Spanish, and methodologically sound research on how children learn to read including the role of first language literacy [Standards 7A(f) and 13(d); TPE 1A and 7]

12. develop strategies for promoting the transfer of primary language reading skills into English language reading skills [Standard 13d; 

TPE 7]

13. develop skill in organizing and managing reading instruction in both English and Spanish [Standard 13(d); TPE 1A, 9, 10 and 11] 

14. effectively use appropriate measures for initial, progress monitoring, and summative assessment of ELs for language development [Standard 13g; TPE 1A, 2, 3 and 7]


	Assessments:
1.  Class Attendance and Participation

Regular class attendance and timely arrival are expected. Students will participate in cooperative structures, reading responses activities, written reflections and class discussions throughout the course. Students will be expected to complete readings as assigned and to respond in writing to topics discussed in class.  A student who has three or more absences is subject to program dismissal.

2.  Analysis of Reading Intervention Programs [TPE 1A, 4, 6]

Students will investigate a reading intervention in use at their school site.  The students will observe this intervention being implemented and will write a brief summary detailing the procedures. Possible intervention programs: Reading Recovery, Soar to Success, Success for All (SFA), Read Naturally, Jump Start
3.  Review of & Reflection on Reading/Language Arts Textbooks [TPE 1A, 4, 7, 9]

In class, students will review the commercial reading program implemented in the assigned classroom and analyze the different components and how they are organized.  Special emphasis will be placed on how program addresses the needs of English Learners, including how the program builds on first language literacy to develop second language skills. Students in a Two-Way Immersion Program will review a Spanish reading program. After the in-class analysis, each student will submit a written reflection of the commercial reading program
4.  Literacy Assessments [TPE 1A, 2 3]

Students will gain experience administering two grade appropriate informal literacy assessments covered in class. You must discuss how the assessments are appropriate for initial, progress monitoring, or summative assessment of ELs’ L1 or L2 development.  Results will be shared and discussed in class.  

5.  Model Reading/Language Arts Program [TPE 1A, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 9, 10, 11] 

I.  Reading Philosophy. Describe your emerging philosophy of how children learn to read.  Base your paper on the Reading Attitude Inventory, seminar discussions, assigned and additional readings and classroom experiences.  The final draft of this assignment will be part of the Model Language Arts Program assignment below.  1st 
II.  Model Program.  Students will develop a plan for organizing their classroom reading/language arts program.  This plan includes describing the types of activities engaged in, as well as providing a plan for how the scheduling, physical environment and behavioral management system will support this plan.  Special consideration will be given to issues relating to organizing instruction for English Learners, as well as for providing instruction in two languages.  The plan must reflect your reading philosophy.  You must include the final copy of your reading philosophy paper with the Model Language Arts Block plan.
