Teaching English Learners:  Literacy and Academic Access

Catalog Course Description: 

Prospective K-12 teachers study pedagogical theories, principles, and practices for English Language acquisition and development.  The effects of prior knowledge and culture on reading and writing are explored.  Reading and writing strategies to promote students’ access to and achievement in the academic content standards are addressed.  Candidates will utilize assessment information to diagnose students’ language abilities and to design lessons that foster receptive and productive language processes.

Prerequisite:  Conditional admission to Professional Preparation Program

Objectives:

This course will provide the background information and multiple systematic opportunities for candidates to:

1. Explore the importance of students’ family and cultural backgrounds and experiences in the instructional program of a classroom [Standard 5(b), 10, and 13(h); TPE 7 and 8]

2. Review theories of first and second language acquisition and relate first language literacy to second language development [Standard 3, 13(d); TPE 7]

3. Analyze and describe the inter-relationship between and among language processes (listening, speaking, reading, and writing) an how materials, methods, and strategies for English language development lead to rapid acquisition of language processes [Standard 7A, 13(b); TPE 7]

4. Use instructional practices that promote English language development, including management of first and second language, classroom organization, and participation by specialists and paraprofessionals [Standard 13(e); TPE 7, 9, and11]
5. Acquire, analyze and reflect on instructional techniques and strategies designed to make grade-appropriate or advanced curriculum content comprehensible to English learners [Standards 4, 5(a) and 13(f); TPE 4, 7 and 9]
6. Relate the state-adopted English Language Development (ELD) Standards to rationale, design, goals, and characteristics of English language development materials and programs [Standard 4, 13(a); TPE 4, 7 and 9]

7. Discuss the purposes, content and uses of California ELD Standards and the California English Language Development Test (CELDT) [Standard 13(g); TPE 3 and 7]

8. Assess English learners’ language development and content knowledge in the core curriculum [Standard 13(g); TPE 2 and 7]

9. Analyze and reflect on guidelines and processes that guide placement of English learners and the design of instructional programs [Standards 5(f) and 13(c); TPE 7 and 12]

10. Interact with others using e-mail [Standard 9(e)]

11. Examine and evaluate internet resources and presentation tools [Standard 9(f)]

12. Demonstrate competence in the use of electronic research tools and assess the authenticity, reliability, and bias of the data gathered [Standard 9(h)]

13. Discuss the roles for ELD teachers during the process of determining eligibility for additional services and collaboration with special educators [Standards 13(e) and 14(b); TPE 9]

Assessments:

EL Case Study (15 points):

Students will develop a complete profile of an EL student in their student teaching placement. Issues to be addressed will include: family background, educational history, language proficiency level, first language literacy and its relation to second language development, and ELD Standards. [Standard 13(d)(h); TPE 7 and 8]

Lesson Analysis: (10 points) 

Students are to observe or teach a lesson, provide a brief summary of the lesson, and explain how the needs of your EL case study student were met. Identify strategies and techniques implemented. Provide a rationale for why these are effective.  Refer to concepts addressed in seminar, readings, and discussions. 

If the lesson observed was not effective for the EL student in your case study, suggest appropriate adaptations to the lesson Include a rationale for your suggested strategies or techniques, indicating how these would meet the needs of the EL student. Refer to concepts addressed in seminar, readings, and discussions. [Standards 4, 13(b)(e)(f); TPEs 2, 4, 6, 7, 9 and 13]

Lesson Adaptation: (20 points)
Select a lesson from a science text or program (i.g., FOSS) and: (a) highlight linguistic demand; (b) state ELD standard the lesson could address; (c) identify language structures & functions; and (d) select effective strategies and/or modifications to facilitate language development and conceptual understanding for ELs. [Standards 4, 13(b)(e)(f)(g); TPE 2, 6, 7, 9 and 13]

ELD Program Rationale Group Presentation:  (20 points)

Students will develop a rationale explaining why a specialized program is needed for the English Learners at your school.  The rationale must include goals and be presented in class using a PowerPoint format. [Standards 13(a)(c) and 9(d); TPE 7 and 12]

5.
Strategy Group Presentation (15 points) Groups of three or four students will develop, present and debrief an effective strategy that meets the needs of an English Learner in one of your Case Study (20-30 minute presentation).  Before the presentation, state the ELD standard selected for this lesson.  At the end of the presentation, discuss elements of the strategy that were specifically focused on meeting the EL’s language needs, conceptual development, and/or facilitating reading comprehension.  Make sure your group has enough copies of the strategy procedures for class distribution. [Standard 4, 13(b)(f); TPE 1, 2, 4, 5, 6, 7 and 9]
