Bilingual Professional Preparation Program (Multiple Subj.)

EDTE 676: Interdisciplinary Instruction and Assessment

(6 units)

Catalog Course Description: 

This course prepares candidates to develop the knowledge, skills, and dispositions to teach in a diverse classroom setting. This course prepares candidates to plan and deliver content-specific instruction based on the student academic content standards and curriculum frameworks in history-social science and the visuals and performing arts.  Candidates develop basic ability to plan and implement instruction that incorporates appropriate instructional strategies and materials for all students (i.e., English speakers, English learners and special populations).  Candidates develop an instructional unit that relates ideas and information within and across the major subject areas.  Linkages among classroom management, instructional practices, and assessment are analyzed. Candidates examine the relationship between instruction and assessment. Technologies for effective use in relation to the state-adopted academic curriculum are reviewed and evaluated.

Objectives:

Recognizing the diverse cultural and linguistic backgrounds of learners in a bilingual/crosscultural setting, prospective teachers will:

1. identify and examine local, state, and national resources for teaching social science and fine arts [e.g., California Curriculum Frameworks, California academic content standards for History/Social Science, Performing and Fine Arts and English Language Development, district planning documents, commercial curriculum resource guides, and position statements of national professional organizations] [CCTC Standards 7A(c], 8A (c, d), 11 (a, b), 13(g); TPE 1A, 4, 9; D 3];

2. explore current curricular and ELD trends and technological resources in social science and fine arts in relation to content and process goals for school instruction [CCTC Standards 8A (c, d), 9(a), 11(a, b), 13; TPE 1A];

3. apply and evaluate a variety of teaching and learning strategies (i.e., simulations, debates, research activities, inquiry, timelines, maps, cultural artifacts, cross-cultural activities and cooperative projects] including technology implementation appropriate for English speakers, English Learners and the special population Candidates [CCTC Standards 5[b], 8A (c, d), 9(a, f), 11, 12, 13(e, f), 14(d); TPE 1A, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9;  D 1, 2, 3];

4. incorporate basic critical thinking, communication and study skills into content-based instruction [CCTC Standards 8A(c), TPE 1A, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9; D 3];

5. develop well-grounded, personal rationales for including social science in the school curriculum [CCTC Standards 8A(c, d) 11(a, b) 12(a, b); TPE 1A; D 3, 5];

6. identify and implement techniques to adapt instructional materials for English Learners, English speakers, and special population students to clarify social science misunderstandings and to foster cross-cultural understanding and equitable access for all students [CCTC Standards 5(b), 8A(c, d), 12(d), 13(e, f), 14(d); TPE 1A, 2, 4, 6, 7, 8, 9; D 1, 2, 3, 4, 5];

7. plan, design, teach, and evaluate in course work and in their field placements effective lessons in social science and fine arts to address the needs and interests of  all students as per the content standards while connecting  to other content areas (CCTC Standards  8A (c, d), 13(e, f), 14(d),15(a, b,) TPE 1A, 2, 3, 4, 7, 8, 9; D 1-5]; 

8. interrelate ideas and information within and across history/social science, the various art forms and other subject areas [CCTC Standards 8A(c, d); TPE 1A, 4, 9];

9. sequence and pace developmentally appropriate instruction, re-teach content, establish short and long term goals based on evidence gathered using formative and summative assessment strategies such as questioning students and examining student work and products [CCTC Standards 11, 12[c], TPE 2, 4, 6A, 6B, 9; D 1, 4];

10. promote student effort and engagement, and create a positive climate for learning to maximize student achievement in relation to social science and fine arts content-standards, instructional goals and academic tasks. [CCTC Stand 3, 4; TPE 5, 6, 10, 11, 12; D 5];

11. learn specific, effective strategies to achieve the goals of artistic perception; creative expression, understanding of cultural and historical origins of the arts, pursuing meaning in the arts and making informed judgments about the arts [CCTC Standards 3, 5(b) 8A(d); TPE 1A];

12. develop student background knowledge and vocabulary, and use reading comprehension strategies to make social science related narrative and expository texts accessible to English learners and special populations [CCTC Standards 7A[c], 13, 14; TPE 4, 7, 9];

13. learn and apply skills for communicating and working constructively with students, their families, and community members [CCTC Standards 5, 10, 13[h]; TPE 5, 7, 11, D 4]; 

14. collaborate with parents, specialists and support personnel in the schools to provide differentiated instruction and help students reach instructional goals [CCTC Standards 10[e], 12[f]; TPE 5, 7, 9; D 4];

15. use multiple measures to assess student knowledge [content and language], skills and behaviors; develop criterion reference assessment to determine students’ progress and plan instruction; and will be familiarized with the format of standardized tests and how to appropriately administer them, including accommodations for students with special needs [CCTC Standards 13[g], 14(c); TPE 3; D 1, 2 ]; and

16. reflect and use feedback provided to formulate and prioritize goals for increasing their subject-matter knowledge and teaching effectiveness [CCTC Standards 3, 4, 6, 12; TPE 10,13; D 3].

Assessments:

1. Enriched Education Program Design for ELs:

In small groups candidates will identify Enriched Education features implemented at assigned school site. Candidates will present evidence of features and recommendations in a Power Point Presentation.

2. Lesson Study:

Using the SIOP Model as a tool for lesson design and evaluation, candidates will participate in a Lesson Study with their assigned cooperating teacher. A complete Lesson Study cycle will include: on-site collaborative planning session, on site videotaped implemented lesson, on-site reflection session. Candidates will need to submit a collaborative lesson plan, a scored SIOP®, a summary that includes the reflection of the Lesson Study cycle and changes candidates would make for the lesson and reasons for the changes as per SIOP® form and group discussions.
3. Thematic Unit:

Candidates will be responsible for developing a thematic unit plan with a multicultural perspective that includes the following items: (a) rationale, (b) concept map that includes concepts and generalizations, (c) conceptually related student and teacher materials, (d) community resources/ field experiences, (e) audio-visual materials, (f) block plans with the activities and product(s) that will be required of students (in class or homework) that includes the CALLA model in the language of instruction, (g) one fully developed content area lesson in candidate target BCLAD language (BIMs or other appropriate lesson plan format) integrating another content area into this unit; (h) an authentic assessment and other ways to assess student progress and achievement. (i) a service learning component, (j) a parent letter that informs parents about the unit. Candidates will submit the unit as a launched web page and provide a burned CD of their web page. 
4. Program Assessment Analysis and Intervention Development (PAAID):

Candidates will be responsible for analyzing classroom data and developing a classroom intervention. The intervention must address the areas of need based on assessment analysis (STAR test results, district mandated assessments, informal classroom assessments, and CELDT scores.  Data must be gathered from the following resources:  observations of reading and writing processes (i.e., anecdotal records), student’s products (e.g., reading logs or response journals), classroom measures (e.g., running records, criterion reference tests, etc.) and decontextualized measures, cum folders (see chapter 8 and O’Malley & Valdez Pierce).  You are not limited to these resources.  Data must be submitted using spreadsheets and data base files. A detailed description of the analysis of the PAAID contents, interventions and rationale will be submitted in a portfolio format.
