Practicum in Speech-Language Pathology Diagnosis

1 unit

DESCRIPTION: Supervised practice in the evaluation of speech, voice, and language disorders. Synthesis of clinical test data, client counseling, preparation of evaluation reports, referral procedures, etc. This practicum may be taken more than once for a maximum of 6 units.

LEARNING OUTCOMES

By the end of the practicum, students will be able to:

1. Collect case history information and integrate information from clients/parents, family, caregivers, teachers, relevant others, and professionals.

2. Select and administer appropriate evaluation procedures, such as behavioral observations, standardized and nonstandardized tests, and instrumental procedures.

3. Adapt evaluation procedures to meet client/patient needs.

4. Interpret, integrate, and synthesize all information to develop diagnoses and make appropriate recommendations for intervention.

5. Complete administrative and reporting functions necessary to support evaluation.

6. Refer clients for appropriate services.

ASSESSMENTS

Midterm and end of semester evaluations, using the diagnostic form of the Wisconsin Procedure for the Appraisal of Clinical Competencies (W-PACC).
