Reading and Literacy Development 
Course Description: This course provides a substantive, research-based approach to deliver and assess a systematic comprehensive program of early reading (grades K-3), literacy development and related language arts instruction aligned with California English Language Arts Content Standards and the Reading/Language Arts Framework. Teacher candidates are introduced to the best practices associated with developing diverse students’ concepts about print, phoneme awareness, phonics knowledge, writing, spelling, reading fluency, and comprehension. Teacher candidates learn to use assessment tools to inform their instructional planning, text selection, and instructional approach. This course is a Multiple Subject Program course and is not applicable to a master’s degree program.
Course Objectives:

1. Candidates will be able to identify and describe the philosophy, design, goals, and characteristics of programs for English language development as specified in TPE 7 and TPE 12 [Standard 13(a)].

2. Candidates will be able to recognize the influence of socio-cultural factors in the literacy process, including the roles of home and community literacy practices as specified in Standard 7A(e), and TPE 1A.

3. Candidates will be able to identify early reading and oral language assessments and their characteristics to guide teaching, planning and materials selection for all students including English learners as specified in TPE 7.

4. Candidates will be able to identify, interpret, and analyze the results of early reading and oral language assessments such as the CELDT and other state and district assessments for individual students, and describe the impact they have student placements and instructional programs, especially for English learners as specified in TPE 7 [Standard 13(c)].

5. Candidates will be able to analyze student errors in oral and written language and select instructional materials and strategies to plan differentiated instruction as specified in TPE 7.

6. Candidates will be able to identify and apply theories, principles, and instructional practices for systematic, explicit comprehensive literacy instruction of all learners including English learners as specified in TPE 7.

7. Candidates will be able to describe a substantive, research-based, balanced, and comprehensive program of instruction in reading skills and comprehension strategies for all students, including English learners, that is aligned with the state-adopted English Language Arts and English Language Development standards for students and the Reading/Language Arts Framework as specified in Standard 7A and TPE 1A. 

8. Candidates will be able to design lesson plans for promoting fluent reading and writing that demonstrate organized, systematic, explicit skills including phonemic awareness; direct, systematic, explicit phonics and decoding skills including spelling, sound/symbol codes and extensive practice in reading and writing connected text, drawing upon information about student's assessed levels of literacy in English and their first languages as specified in Standard 7A(d) and TPE 1A. 

Course Assessments:

1. Class participation and presentations, Attendance, Professional Conduct (10 points) Attendance and engagement at every session is fundamental to creating a positive class culture and is required.  Absences and consistent late arrival will affect your grade: 5 points per absence, 3 points per tardy. 

2. Lesson Practice: Reading Instruction (20 points total) You will design and practice teach (to a small group of peers) two literacy lessons:
a) Shared Reading with Big Book and CAP mini lesson (10 points)

b) Guided Reading with Phonics Reader and phonics concept mini lesson (10 points)

3. Assessment Case Study and Instructional Plan Project (30 points) You will meet with an early reader (ideally a first or second grader), assess the student with a set of assessment tools, report the results and design an instructional plan to meet the student’s needs.
4. Comprehensive Final (40 points) Relying on the information introduced in the required texts and in class lectures, you will demonstrate your understanding of the key terminology, concepts, and their application.  This is an open-book, open-note final.  Think ahead about taking notes, outlining your text, tabbing your text, and keeping copies of the assignments you do in this class. All of this planning and organizing will increase your control over a successful outcome.  You will be able to use your assessment assignment during this test ot inform you as notes.
