Teaching with Technology

Course Description: This course addresses the prudent, efficient and appropriate uses of computer technology, communication tools, and electronic information management as it relates to the teaching and learning process in the K-12 setting. This course is a Multiple Subject Program course and is not applicable to a master's degree program.
Course Objectives:
1. Identify exemplary practices of computer-based technology in teaching and learning.

2. Use computers to manage student data and communicate through printed media.

3. Use computer-based collaborative tools (such as threaded discussion group, listservs, online chat and audio/video conferences).

4. Use established selection criteria to evaluate electronic digital media including multimedia tools, Internet resources, computer-assisted instruction, and productivity and presentation tools. 

5. Demonstrate competence in the use of electronic research tools (such as Internet searches) and assess the authenticity reliability, and bias of information gathered. 

6. Select technological resources to support and enhance learning aligned with academic content standards. 

7. Analyze lessons that incorporate the use of technology according to best practices and research findings. 

8. Demonstrate knowledge of privacy, security, equitable access and safety issues (such as appropriate use of chat rooms, confidentiality of student records, names, pictures, and Acceptable Use Policies.)
