SPED 567 Supervised/Student Teaching (M/M Disabilites)  
8.0 Fa/Spr 

Course Description:
Prerequisites: Admission to Special Education Preparation Program, completion of generic component of the Special Education Program, faculty permission. Enrollee participates in, and gradually assumes full responsibility for, instruction of students with mild/moderate disabilities. Credit/no credit grading only.

Objectives:

Education Specialist Standards-

1. –exhibits professionalism (intellectual integrity, initiative, flexibility, proficiency in written communication, serves students honestly, respects students’ work and protects their privacy and coveys enthusiasm for serving students through appropriate planning) and engages in professional development (assesses own progress, accepts professional advice and constructive criticism) (M/M & M/S Ed. Spec. Std. 10) 

2. ––displays sensitivity toward diversity toward the lifestyle and characteristics of diverse learners, including cultural heritage, ethnicity, socio-economic status and gender and possesses basic knowledge of diverse learners’ etiologies and characteristics and utilizes instructional and curricular practices that offer equitable access to all students. (M/M & M/S Ed. Spec. Std. 12)

3. –participates in analytical discussions, opportunities for reflection, experiences in diverse settings at a variety of grade levels and collaborates with students, families, administrators, specialists and other related services and agencies (M/M & M/S Ed. Spec. Std. 13)

4. –promotes positive student behavior and participation, accommodates diverse needs of learners (physical, emotional cultural and linguistic), insures safe use of spaces and equipment, and effectively teaches individuals, small and/or large groups and identifies and defuses situations that may lead to conflict (M/M & M/S Ed. Spec. Std. 15)

5. –uses a variety of assessments, including norm and criterion referenced, work samples, observations, portfolios, curriculum-based and uses the results of assessments to develop, modify and implement instructional programs to accommodate the needs of individual students across a range of instructional settings, and if appropriate, assesses students’ personal care, mobility and movement, sensory, social/behavioral skills, communication and vocational needs (M/M & M/S Ed. Spec. Stds. 17 & 22)

6. –facilitates individualized instructional plans based on comprehensive, research-based and effective teaching practices, including planning and implementing instructional programs based on IEP/IT objectives in academic, social skills and other areas of students’ learning needs (M/M & M/S Ed. Spec. Std. 23)

7. –utilizes a variety of proactive strategies to prevent the occurrence and/or escalation of problem behavior in the least restrictive environment and models and teaches appropriate self-regulatory behaviors for students (M/M & M/S Ed. Spec. Std. 24)

TPEs-

1. –teach in the content areas based on the frameworks in English, social studies, mathematics, science, physical education, arts and music using the A & B lesson plan forms in Live Text. (TPE 1)

2. –monitor student learning during instruction and student work to determine progress towards learning, adjusting pace of instruction, if needed, and use appropriate questioning strategies.  (TPE 2)

3. –assess students using both formal and informal multiple measures, including standardized test and interpret and use results to increase student achievement. (TPE 3)

4. –use developmentally appropriate specific strategies that connect curriculum to life beyond the classroom, and include cooperation and sharing to engage and motivate all students, building on their prior knowledge/experience and examining multiple points of view in ways that encourage problem solving, concrete and abstract reasoning. (TPEs 4, 5 & 6)

5.  –apply instructional theories, principles and practices for instruction of English learners and apply GLAD (Guided Language Acquisition Design) strategies. (TPE 7)

6. –learn about students and understand how factors such as gender and health can influence learning and encourage adults at home to be involved in student learning. (TPE 8)

7. –plan and sequence daily instruction through short and ling-term learning goals and accommodate student needs through a wide variety of instructional strategies, including the establishment of procedures for routine instructional tasks and transitions to maximize instruction time. (TPEs 9 & 10)

8. –promote a positive, safe environment and create and use a student discipline plan. (TPE 11)

9. –teach tolerance and promote democratic principles, and model resistance to attitudes and behaviors like racism and sexual harassment. (TPE 10)

10.  –to continue to grow professionally through evaluation of teaching practices through reflection and feedback and continue to increase subject matter knowledge through completing of journal entries and forms C and D in Live Text.

Assessments:

1. Maintain Program Time Sheet.

2. Maintain Lesson Plan Book and Weekly Lesson Plan Format.
3. Maintain reflective journal regarding fieldwork competencies for special education and the Multiple Subject TPE’s, submitted to supervisor weekly through Live Text.

4. Use Program lesson plan format for supervised teaching and be prepared for all teaching tasks including University-supervised lessons.

5. Corresponding Seminar, SPED 598A, will augment fieldwork with discussion and reflection.

6. Attend staff development and/or grade level meetings and at least one faculty meeting each month.





7. Participate in scheduled parent conferences.

8. Write a parent letter for opening of solo teaching and submit to CT for approval.

9. Develop and complete instructional outline plan with Cooperating Teacher for solo teaching one week in advance.


10.  Complete the 2-day turnaround before solo teaching and complete a minimum of 10 Solo Teaching days in placement.
