SPED 569 Field Experience – General and Special Education 3 units

Prerequisites: Concurrent enrollment in or prior completion of SPED 343.
Students enrolled in this course will participate in introductory field experiences in general and special education classroom settings. The course will include guided observations and exposure to varied educational environments and practices in teaching to diversity, and participating in special education and integrated regular education settings, preschool to adult levels. Settings include programs in schools and agencies that provide services to students of six categories of exceptionalities, including those from culturally and linguistically diverse populations. You may take this course more than once for a maximum of 15.0 units. ABC/no credit grading only.

Course Objectives:

Each candidate will be able to:

1. Describe knowledge and understanding of a range of current educational programs and practices for students with exceptionalities based upon field experiences in a variety of education settings, preschool to adult.

2. Describe federal and state legislation, mandates, and policies pertinent to the education of students with exceptionalities.

3. Describe the purposes of observation.

4. Record and analyze observations in a professional and articulate manner.

5. Define the terms "special education", "individuals with exceptional needs [IWENS], "FAPE", "LRE", integration, mainstreaming and inclusion.

6. Define long-term goals and short-term objectives as implemented in an IEP.

7. Articulate the Student Study Team [SST] process and its relationship to the IEP process.

8. Be familiar with the Education Specialist Standards, Level I Credential in Mild/Moderate and Moderate/Severe Disabilities and the Teaching Performance Expectations (TPEs).

9. Discuss the purposes for reflective teaching.

10. Model respect for the cultures, religion, gender and lifestyle orientation of students and their families.

Assessments:

1. Guided Participation in general and special education settings – 42 hours

with a placement of 30 hours in one classroom with a credentialed teacher.

2.  Anchor Assignment:  Notebook documenting participation in classrooms, readings, final competency paper, seminar attendance. See rubric for criteria.
