
 

 

 

 

Where is the Intramural Sports Office located?  Please refer all questions to 
the WREC Front Desk.  The WREC Front Desk is open M-F from 6am-Midnight 
and Saturday/Sunday from 12-8pm.  You can also contact us with any questions. 

What are Intramural Sports?  Intramurals are structured sport leagues 
designed to engage the campus community in various activities throughout the 
academic year. All of our activities are divided into different divisions and levels 
based upon competitiveness.  

Who can play Intramural Sports?  Any regularly enrolled current CSU, Chico 
student, enrolled in six or more units. Further guidelines are available for 
professional, collegiate athletes and sport club athletes. 

Is there a certain athletic skill required?  The Intramural Sports program is 
designed for the participation, recreation, and enjoyment of the entire University 
community. Participants of ALL skill levels are invited and encouraged to 
participate. 

What if I want to play but don't have a team? If you don’t have a team you can 
register as a FREE AGENT in that sport.  An intramural free agent is any CSU, 
Chico student who wishes to participate in an intramural sponsored team activity 
and is not currently a member of a team. 

How much does intramural sports cost to play?  Intramural sports are FREE!!  
In order to register a team in a sport there is a $50 intramural deposit charged.  
This fee can be made at the WREC Front Desk via cash or check.   

What is the Intramural Deposit?  The intramural deposit establishes a bond 
between Intramural Sports and a team in order to ensure that each team shows 
up to each of their scheduled games and follows all sportsmanship policies.  If no 
one from a team either shows up to a game or does not call in advance to cancel 
a game or falls below a 2.0 Sportsmanship rating the team will lose its’ Intramural 
Deposit.  If a team shows up to all of their scheduled games and meets 
sportsmanship requirements they will have their deposit refunded at the end of 
the semester. 

When and where can I pick up my Intramural Deposit?  All requests for 
refunds must be made by submitting a request for refund via the Recreational 
Sports website.  The check will be available for pick up at the AS Business Office 
in the BMU at the beginning of the following semester.  If you are unable to pick 
up your refund in person you can submit a self addressed stamped envelope to 
the AS Business Office. 



 
What divisions are available?  A team in an OPEN league may have any 
combination of male and female members. In CO-REC competition, there must 
be at least two females on the playing surface at all times. In SINGLE GENDER, 
only members of that gender may participate. There are NO exceptions to these 
rules. 
 
What is the difference between Competitive (Comp) and Recreational 
(Rec)?  In an attempt to equalize competition, various levels of skill have been 
established.  Competitive (Comp) divisions are designed for those teams or 
individuals who are somewhat advanced in sport skills and strategies and/or are 
motivated to play in a highly competitive atmosphere.  Recreational (Rec) 
divisions are designed for those teams or individuals who desire to play 
recreationally and have some experience and skill in organized sports. 
 
Do I need to purchase or provide any special equipment?  For most of our 
activities we provide all the necessary sports equipment.  All a participant needs 
to bring is a positive attitude, a willingness to have fun, and dress in athletic 
attire.  We do recommend some specific sporting equipment for certain sports; 
please consult the specific rules for further information. 

How long does a season last? Each sport is divided into a five-week season 
per academic semester.  Most teams will play one game per week. Team 
practices are not required and are the option of each team. 

How do I sign up a team?  Click the sport you are interested in participating in 
and follow the steps.
