Research in Progress
Evaluation of Vocational Education in California’s Prisons.  

This project involves an exhaustive evaluation of the efficacy of vocational education programs in California prisons.  In particular, our study involves eight prisons throughout the state, 12 different vocational curricula, and 19 separate classes.  In addition to the Curriculum Evaluation mentioned above, our evaluation assesses the efficacy of vocational education for 1) reducing recidivism, 2) improving the behavior of inmates while institutionalized, and 3) improving their economic stability upon release from custody.  The evaluation is being funded by the California Department of Corrections and Rehabilitation.  I am the primary investigator for this study, with Dr. Tony Waters and Dr. William Rich participating as co-investigators.

Evaluation of Peer Courts in Utah, Phase II.  

This project is a multi-phased, longitudinal evaluation of attendees of this kind of diversion program.  Attendees are pretested, surveyed three months after completing their disposition, and then one last time one year later.  This study is in the beginning stages of data analysis.  

Tattoos and Piercings among College Students:  Prevalence and Knowledge of Health Risks.  

The purpose of this study is to examine how many college students have tattoos and/or piercings and whether they are aware of the health risks associated with these body modifications.  In addition to inquiring about health related variables, we examine the relationship between these behaviors and a number of sociological variables.  I am collaborating with Dr. Diana Flannery from the Health and Community Services Department on this research.

An Evaluation of Special Incident Reports from the Butte County Juvenile Hall.  

Along with Dr. Matt Thomas and Dr. Margaret Leigey (at the College of New Jersey), our research examines every Special Incident Report where OC pepper spray was used at the Butte County Juvenile Hall.  Spanning 12 years of data, our study examines factors that precipitate the deployment of pepper spray and whether juvenile hall staff uses it appropriately.  One paper has been submitted for publication from this research, with mixed reviews.  The paper is being worked for submission at the journal Juvenile Justice and Detention Services.
An Examination of the Similarities and Differences in CAVE Experience between Volunteer Students and Students Required to Participate to Fulfill a Class Requirement.

Using data previously collected to evaluate CAVE, this study examines volunteer and service-learning students’ perceptions of their experience.  The analysis compares these two groups of students to determine whether there is a qualitative difference in the perceived experience, and whether students who are required to participate evaluate it less favorably.  In addition, how faculty integrate the service-learning experience into their classes is also being evaluated.  This paper is being developed with Dr. Dan Pence and Dr. Jim Sutton.

New Course Development
Soci. 200 – Social Problems
Course Description:  This course studies the overarching causes and effects of social problems upon our lives, communities, institutions, and society.  Among the concepts discussed is the role of power and ideology in defining social problems, evaluations of proposed solutions, and methods of intervention.  Potential topics covered include problems of the family, educational system, government, sexism, racism, poverty, and crime and violence.  The course examines each problem using sociological concepts and theories.

Soci. 411 – Advanced Research Methods:  Quantitative

Course Description:  Hands-on research course in which students use quantitative methods such as survey and experimental research to collect and analyze data using statistical measures and procedures relevant to sociological analysis.  Students participate in a research project.

Soci. 487 – The Sociology of Gangs
Course Description:  This course examines the social phenomena of gangs nationally and regionally.  The focus is on the history of gangs, organization, definitional and preventive measures.  In-depth analysis includes street, racist, and prison gangs.  Patterns of gangs in different ethnic groups are compared.  Sociological approaches inform this inquiry.
