“Renewable Electricity Production Study in Upstate California” Press Conference slated for June 25, 2009.
The Center for Economic Development (CED), California State University, Chico will hold a Press Conference with a continental breakfast on June 25, 2009 from 10am–11am at the Bell Memorial Union, Room 210 (Bidwell Park Room) on the campus of CSU, Chico (map: http://www.csuchico.edu/community/map/).  The purpose of the Press Conference is to present the results of a recently completed report, funded by the Workforce Innovation in Regional Economic Development (W.I.R.E.D.), which examines current and potential electricity production from renewable resources in Upstate California.
Dr. David Gallo, Professor Emeritus in the Department of Economics at CSU, Chico and Resident Economist for CED will present and answer questions regarding this comprehensive study.  Dr. Gallo has 30 years of experience in the field of energy economics and has been a consultant to the California Energy Commission, while completing research for two private energy industry consulting firms: Sierra Energy & Risk Assessment, and JBS Engineering.

This Press Conference will provide the media and attendees with information about Upstate California’s renewable energy potential and the economic viability of utilizing the various available resources.  In addition, the regional economic impact of capitalizing on this economic opportunity will be presented.  This information, according to Dan Ripke, Director of CED, “improves the ability of local businesses and community leaders to successfully plan for the future of Northern California.”
Dr. Gallo will also discuss the economics of wind energy and residential, small commercial, and large commercial solar photo voltaic installations.  These case studies examine the effect of state and federal tax benefits and utility incentives, providing complete financial analysis of private investments in these renewable technologies.
