What numbers should I engrave?

Participants should engrave their state-
issued driver’s license or identification
card numbers, along with the two-letter
abbreviation for the state that issued the
number.

How can I participate in
this program?

There are two ways to
participate.

1) “Check out” an engraver*
from the CSU, Chico
Police Department.

Bring photo identification
(driver’s license/ID card),
which will be retained at
the Police Department
until the engraver is
returned. Engravers can
be borrowed for up to 24
hours.

2) Bring valuable items to
the Police Department,
“check out” an engraver*
and use the engraver at
the Police Department.
